DUTY - 2

ECCL. 12:13; LUKE 17:10

INTRODUCTION – We began our study on the Bible subject of duty last week.   We will continue to study this important subject because it holds a position of importance in God’s plan for redeeming man.
We defined duty – as something we owe or that we are indebted to do.  God’s plan for our life includes us doing our duty and doing our duty includes doing all that has been commanded.

ECCL. 12:13 - Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.

LUKE 17:10 - So likewise you, when you have done all those things which you are commanded, say, 'We are unprofitable servants. We have done what was our duty to do.' 
MAN’S DUTY TO GOD:
1. MATT. 4:10 – It is the duty of man to worship God.  God is the only one we are to worship – REV. 22:8-9.   How important is worship to us?
2. MATT. 22:36-38 – Man is to love God.  This is the greatest commandment.  Do we manifest the love of God in our lives?
3. MARK 12:17 – Man is to render just dues to God.  Do we render to Caesar what is Caesar’s but are negligent when it comes to giving God what we owe him – money, time, talent.
4. ACTS 10:34-35 – Man is to fear God.  We owe God reverence and respect.  Do we truly fear God?   We need to remember how God has dealt with his people in times past to understand the urgent need to fear God.
5. 1 TIM. 1:17 – Man is to honor God which means to value God or hold to the highest degree of esteem.  You can determine the value of something by what we are willing to sacrifice to obtain it.  How much do we value our relationship with God?
6. HEB. 13:15 – Man is to praise God and give him thanks.  I.E. – Leper – 1 out of 10.  Are we thankful?

7. HEB. 6:10 – Man is to labor for God.  How much work are you doing for God?

8. 1 COR. 6:20 – Man is to glorify God in his body.  This statement given by inspiration is a broad statement. This is our duty (glorify God) yet some think they can use their body how ever they determine is right and that is why social drinking, smoking, recreational drug use, sexual immorality which includes homosexuality are increasing in those who are members of the body of Christ.  We have members who are part of the body of Christ who defend or practice some or all of the above items and yet think they are bringing glory to God by their example.
9. 2 COR. 1:9 – Man is to place his trust in God not in himself.  When situations arise in our lives who do we turn to first?  Whomever we turn to first shows where our trust is placed.

10. 1 THESS. 4:1 – Man is to seek to please God.  How do we go about doing that? HEB. 11:6; 2 COR. 5:7
11. 2 COR. 5:20 – Man must be reconciled to God.  Have you made peace with God?

12. JAMES 4:7-8 –Man is to submit to God and draw near to him.  If we are to submit it will be a result of humility.  Do we have the humbleness of heart to submit to God and draw near to him?

13. ACTS 5:29 – Man is to obey God.  We have the example of the apostles.   Have you obeyed God?  If not then you have not fulfilled your duty.

CONCLUSION – 

The Bible clearly instructs us of our duties to God.

You can begin today – 2 COR. 6:2 - For He says: "In an acceptable time I have heard you, And in the day of salvation I have helped you."
