SPIRITUAL WARFARE -3

REVELATION 17:14 - TEXT 
INTRODUCTION – In order to be a good soldier in the army of the Lord we must have a positive mental attitude.  It is only with confidence in the Lord that we can overcome our adversary the devil.  Our place in this spiritual warfare is to submit to Christ with all confidence to the captain of our salvation – Christ.

A SOLDIER IN THE LORD’S ARMY NEEDS TO:

I. HAVE A GIANT KILLER CONFIDENCE – 

A. 1 SAM. 17:23-27 – David had confidence that no other soldier in the army of Israel had that no one could defy the armies of the living God.  His trust was solely in God.
B. 1 SAM. 17:32-37 – David had the idea that no man could possess the power to be the enemy of God.  David knew God would deliver him from the hand of the Philistine.
C. 1 SAM. 17:42-46 – David came to Goliath in the name of the Lord.  David knew that God is greater than the giant and the Philistine army.  We need to know and have confidence that God is greater than the army of Satan. 
D. 1 SAM. 17:49-50 – We can hurl truth in our sling to destroy the giants Satan places in our pathway.
E. PROV. 3:21-26 – We need to place our confidence in God.
F. JAMES 2:1-4, 9 – We face the giant of prejudice.

G. MATT. 25:24-30 – We also face the giant of slothfulness.
II. ELIMINATE GRASSHOPPER COMPLEX – 

A. NUM. 13:25-33 – Lack of confidence in the Lord leads to negative feelings about what we can accomplish for the Lord.  They were as grasshoppers in their own sight.  If we have giant killer confidence we can overcome the problems in our life.
B. JOSH. 2:9-11 – If they had exercised their faith in God they would have been victorious.
C. 1 JN. 4:1-6 – The disciples of Jesus had to eliminate the grasshopper feelings (inferior) in order to remain faithful to God
D. 1 JN. 5:1-4 – Our faith gives us the victory to overcome the world just as it did for David when he faced Goliath.  Where does our faith come from? ROM. 10:17
III. FIGHT WITH BOLDNESS –

A. ACTS 4:1-6 – Notice the giants placed in front of the apostles.
B. ACTS 4:13-21 – Notice the bold stand the apostles took. 
C. ACTS 4:23-31 – The apostles prayed for boldness.
D. PHIL. 1:19-21 – Note the boldness of the apostle Paul. – Felix – Festus – Agrippa.
IV. DECLARE THE WHOLE COUNSEL OF GOD -  

A. ACTS 20:17-27 – Declare the whole counsel of God.  Why?

B. 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – It is the only inspired message from God
C. ACTS 10:33 – One who preaches or teaches must present all things that come from God.  This takes boldness.
CONCLUSION – 

Do you have confidence and boldness as you fight in the Lord’s army?

Eliminate the negative and accentuate the positive.
Stand, defend, and proclaim the whole counsel of God.
