THINGS OUR CHILDREN MUST KNOW - 2
PROVERBS 22:6
INTRODUCTION – As parents we generally understand and accept that there are certain things our children must learn to do. As parents we have the responsibility to train them. We gladly train them to talk, walk, read, spell, count etc. and these things are important but do we fail to train them in the things that will matter for eternity. 

What is involved in the training of a child?

EPH. 6:4 - And you, fathers, do not provoke your children to wrath, but bring them up in the training and admonition of the Lord.  In order to do any type of training instruction must take place.

COL. 3:20 - Children, obey your parents in all things, for this is well pleasing to the Lord. 21 Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they become discouraged. We must encourage our children not discourage them.

PROV. 3:11-12 - My son, do not despise the chastening of the LORD, Nor detest His correction; 12 For whom the LORD loves He corrects, Just as a father the son in whom he delights. We must correct our children.  We must dare to discipline our children.

The purpose of our lesson this evening is to look at some more important things our children must know.

THINGS OUR CHILDREN MUST KNOW:

I. THERE ARE WICKED PEOPLE IN THE WORLD – 

A. 1 COR. 15:33 – The Bible warns us about evil companions.

B. PROV. 22:24-26 – The Bible warns against making friends with wicked men.  We might ask why what difference will it make?

C. PROV. 1:10-19 – God gives us examples of what can happen when we make friends with the wrong people (crowd).

D. MATT. 26:48-49 – Look what happened to Jesus at the hands of one who proclaimed to follow him.  The lesson for us is that a friend who is not committed to truth and righteousness can bring about calamity in our lives.

E. MATT. 10:34-38 - Our enemies can become those of our own house if we hold to truth and righteousness and they do not.   We continue to love them but truth and righteousness separate us in the sense that we do not condone their sinful lifestyle.

II. GOD HATES DIVORCE – 

A. MAL. 2:16 – Divorce is a terrible thing.  While God has made a narrow provision for it, he still hates it just the same.

B. GEN. 2:22-24 – God desired purpose for man in marriage. To leave, to cleave, to be one flesh for life.
C. MATT. 19:1-11 – Anytime divorce occurs someone has sinned – God hates it – the attitude of if it does not workout we will just get a divorce is prevalent in our society.

D. Impact of divorce – It does not just effect you!!!  God says make it work out, but to do so requires commitment of both spouses
1. You and your spouse

2. Children

3. Parents

4. Your friends

5. The church

6. Our nation

7. Whom you remarry
III. BAPTISM IS IMPORTANT – 

A. 1 PET. 3:21 – Contrary to what many teach the bible is clear that baptism is important because it saves us - The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ:
B. MATT. 28:18-20 – Teaching all nations and making disciples of them.  How does this take place? Thru baptism.

C. MARK 16:15-16 – Who will be saved according to Jesus?

D. JN. 3:1-7 – We are born again when we are baptized.

E. ACTS 2:38 – What did the crowd ask Peter – What shall we do? We receive the remission of our sins when we are baptized. 

F. TITUS 2:3-5 – Baptism is not a work of our own righteousness, but by the mercy of God we are saved when we submit to this washing of regeneration.
G. GAL. 3:26-27 – We are baptized into Christ. Baptism puts us into Christ where the forgiveness of our sins is made possible.

H. ACTS 22:16 – Baptism washes our sins away.

I. ROM. 6:1-7 – The baptized believer out of love for the Lord rises to walk in newness of life and sees his duty to conform himself to the example of Christ.

J. Baptism will not save – The unbeliever, one who is not willing to repent, those who seek to please men, the lover of the world, one unwilling to confess Christ 
IV. SIN IS DARKNESS – HELL IS REAL – ETERNITY IS FOREVER

A. 1 JN. 1:6-10 – Sin is darkness and there is no such thing as a little sin.  God will not have fellowship with a sinner who refuses to repent.

B. ISA. 59:1-2 - Sin separates us from God according to the prophet Isaiah.

C. 2 PET. 3:4-11 - Contrary to popular belief God will punish sin.  All things had not continued as they were from the beginning – flood, Sodom and Gomorrah.

D. MATT. 25:41-46 - Hell is not a fairy tale.  Just as sure as there is eternity in heaven there is also an eternity to be spent separated from God in the fire that will never be quenched. 
E. ROM. 2:5-11 – Eternity is forever and it is our choice where we spend it.

F. ROM. 6:23 – God is not slack concerning his promise – “The wage of sin is death, but the gift of god is eternal life.”
CONCLUSION – 
Some more things our children must know:

There are wicked people in the world.

God hates divorce.

Baptism is important. Sin is darkness – hell is real – eternity is forever!
