WHAT DOES GOD EXPECT FROM ME?

DEUTERONOMY 10:12-13
INTRODUCTION – What does God expect from me? What does God want from me? What does God require from me? These are questions often asked by those who believe in God and seek to serve him in this life.

In the second giving of the law some principles are given to us to help us better understand what God wants from us – DEUT. 10:12-13
The purpose of this lesson is to help us better understand what God actually requires of us.

WHAT DOES GOD EXPECT FROM ME?

I. FEAR GOD – The subject of fearing God is a controversial one, since man thinks only in the realm of loving God. By fear we mean respect and reverence which make up the cornerstone of our faith and relationship with God. It is only as a result of our fear of God that we desire to display our love and demonstrate our willingness to obey him.
A. PROV. 1:7 – Listen to the wise man, “The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge; fools despise wisdom and instruction.”
B. DEUT. 6:13 – Fear is important because it brings forth humility and service.

C. DEUT. 6:1-3 – How do I manifest the proper fear for God in my life? Through obedience just as a child respects and obeys their father.  The problem is that in our society today most people do not associate fear and love. There is no fear or respect of fathers, authority figures such as policemen or teachers in today’s society.
D. 1 PET. 2:17 – When people think of the N.T. they only think of love and grace but fear is also commanded.

E. ROM. 3:18 – Why is sin so prevalent in the world today? The same reason for it being prevalent in the first century – “There is no fear of God before their eyes.”
F. HEB. 10:31 – The scriptures tell us it is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of almighty God.  But do we really fear God? I.E. – Assembly – worship – bible study.  Our conduct is it holy do we set the proper example for others.

G. 1 JN. 4:16-18 – Perfect love cast out the fear of judgment and hell but it never casts out respect and reverence for God.

II. TO WALK IN ALL HIS WAYS – If we respect God as our Father it will only be natural for me to desire to walk in all his ways, not just some of them.
A. DEUT. 5:31-33 – The relationship of Israel as the children of God was dependent upon them faithfully walking in all his ways as outlined for them in the Law of Moses which was their covenant or agreement with God.
B. MATT. 16:24-26 – It is no different for us today as we seek to follow Christ – it must be his way – by his authority- by his example.

C. 1 PET. 2:21 – The gospel invites us to follow Jesus – his steps- his way – his teaching- his doctrine- his pattern.

D. 1 JN. 2:3-6 – To be his disciples we must walk just as he walked. When Jesus walked he trusted God – he was willing to humbly submit to his will – Does this describe us?  If not, why not?

III. LOVE GOD AND SERVE HIM – 

A. DEUT. 6:4-9 – The Law of Moses not only commanded Israel to fear and obey but also to love God.

B. 1 JN. 4:19 – Why should we love God? The apostle of love – John gives us the answer, “We love him, because he first loved us.”
C. MARK 12:28-34 – Jesus was asked which was the most important commandment. Note his answer. We cannot be part of the kingdom of God w/o love.  There is a difference between serving God and serving him with all your heart, soul, strength and mind.

D. ROM. 12:11 – Are you giving God 100%? Are you holding back? Why? Selfish interests

E. JN. 15:9-11 – I cannot abide in the love of God and not keep his commandments. Love and obedience go hand in hand!
CONCLUSION – 

What does God expect from us?  Nothing more than we can deliver!!!

Fear God – Walk in all his ways – Love God and serve him

Do you respect the sacrifice of Christ?

Are you willing to turn from your ways and walk in his?

Do you love Jesus?

Then obey him today!

HEB. 5:9 – “And having been perfected he became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey him”
