WHAT DOES THE BIBLE TEACH – GOD’S NATURE - 2

INTRODUCTION – We started a series of lessons last Lord’s Day on the nature of God.   We need to understand the nature of the God we seek to serve and worship.  The purpose of these lessons is to help us begin to understand what the bible says about the nature of God.

THE NATURE OF GOD:

I. GOD IS OMNISICENT – 

A. ACTS 1:23-24 – God knows the hearts of all men.  He knows what is in your heart right now.  He knows our motives for assembling today.

B. JN. 2:24-25 – John by inspiration states very clearly that while Jesus was involved in hi ministry he knew men.  An important aspect of deity is knowing what is in our heart.  As God looks at my heart today what does he see?  

C. LUKE 19:10 – God knows we are sinners and that we will die in our sins and that is why he provided his Son as our Savior.  Jesus came to seek and save the lost because he knew we needed a Savior.

D. TITUS 2:11-14 – Since God knew we needed a Savior, and he knew we were sinners then he also knew we needed his grace and he lovingly made his grace available to all so all men would have the opportunity to be saved. 
E. 1 JN. 1:5-10 – God also knew when we became Christians sin would still be a problem for us so he provided a way we can maintain fellowship with him and with one another.

II. GOD IS OMNIPOTENT – 

A. GEN. 1:1, 27 – God is all powerful.  He is the creator.  He is the giver of all life forms that we see today.

B. ECCL.12:1 – Do you ever forget your creator? Do you forget his power?  How do we show we remember our Creator? By our faith and obedience we display our respect for the power of God.
C. MATT. 10:28 – How powerful is God?  He has the power to destroy both body and soul in Hell. 

D. MATT. 22:29 – The Sadducees were underestimating the power of God.  They could only think of the resurrection in the realm of the physical things they knew to exist on earth.  Do we sometimes underestimate the power of God?

E. JER. 32:17 – If we become guilty of underestimating the power of God we need to look back at the words of the prophet who said, “There is nothing too hard for you.”  Do we sometimes think I will not pray about ______ because it is just too hard for God to take care of this situation?

F. ROM. 1:16 - God’s loves us so much he gives us unlimited access to the gospel.
III. GOD IS OMNIPRESENT – 

A. PSA. 139:7-12 – David learned in his life by experience that there is no place to go where God does not see us and his presence is not there.

B. PROV. 15:3 – We need to realize that God is watching us.  He sees our actions based on our decisions everyday.  Maybe if we keep this thought in the forefront of our mind our behavior would change for the better.

C. JONAH 1:1-3 – Can we escape from the instructions that God gives us and ignore them without consequence in our life?   The example of Jonah says – NO!!!!

D. JOB 34:21 – We do not need to be deceived into thinking we can do something in secret that God will not know about.  Job confirms God eyes see our ways – He sees your ways – He sees my ways.  Remember in our study of Ezekiel God made it clear he would judge them by their ways.   The question that then becomes important is - Do my ways go along with God’s ways or do they conflict with his ways?
E. MATT. 6:4 – God also sees when we do things that are good and he will reward us accordingly. When we do acts of goodness or kindness we do not need to make it known to men because God knows and he is the one who will truly reward us.

CONCLUSION – 

God know all.

God is all powerful.

God sees all – PSA. 33:13 – “The Lord looks from heaven; He sees all the sons of men.”
Is God pleased with what he sees in our lives?
