PROMISES OF GOD – 8
2 PETER 1:2-4
INTRODUCTION – Today we continue a series of lessons based on our text.  2 PET. 1:2-4 - Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord, 3 as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, 4 by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.
During this study we are going to look at some of these great and precious promises God has given to us.

Definition – promise – Webster – One’s pledge to another to do or not to do something, specifically a declaration which gives a person to whom it is made the right to expect the performance of the specified act.

The Bible is full of promises. God has always been faithful to keep his promises whereas man sometimes fails in this area.

The purpose of our lesson today is to look at the promises of God concerning Jesus.  So let’s open our Bibles and begin examining the promises of God.

PROMISES ABOUT JESUS – 
I. SALVATION – 

A. LUKE 2:25-38 – Jesus was the one promised by the prophets and when Simeon and Anna saw Jesus they recognized him as the promised one – the Messiah, the Savior, the Christ child.

B. JN. 1:29 – John the Baptist made this statement about Jesus – “Behold the Lamb of God.”

C. 1 COR. 5:7 – Paul told the brethren at Corinth that Christ was sacrificed for us as a Passover Lamb.   This was done so God would Passover our sins and allow then to be forgiven and not held to our account.

D. 1 JN. 4:10 – Jesus is the propitiation (to make reconciliation, to appease) for our sins.

E. 1 PET. 1:18-19 – The blood of Christ redeemed us from our sins.   Jesus paid the price we could not pay.

F. COL. 1:13-14 – Jesus by his D/B/R delivered us from sin and darkness.   Our redemption is the direct result of the shedding of his blood.

II. POSITION – 

A. 1 JN. 2:1 – Jesus is in the position of advocating on our behalf.  He is our advocate (legal assistant, counsel for defense, literally means called to one’s side).

B. 1 TIM. 2:5-6 – Jesus is our mediator (go between, one who mediates between two parties to make peace).

C. HEB. 2:17-18 – Jesus is our merciful and faithful high priest.

D. JN. 10:11 – Jesus is the good shepherd, the one who is willing to lay down his life for his sheep.

E. COL. 1:18 – Jesus is the head of the body the church.  I.E. – The head coach

F. HEB. 2:10 – He is the captain the leader of our salvation.

III. POWER – 

A. HEB. 3:1 – Jesus has the power of the apostle ( one sent from God) and the High Priest (the one who has direct access to the presence of God).
B. HEB. 4:14-16 – Jesus is the great high priest, the one like unto Melchizedek. 

C. 1 TIM. 6:14-16 – Jesus is the only Potentate (high officer, great authority), King of Kings and Lord of Lords.   Jesus alone has everlasting power!!!

D. 1 COR. 1:23-24 – Paul tells the brethren at Corinth that Christ is both the power and wisdom of God displayed.

E. ROM. 1:3-4 – Jesus the seed of David was declared to be the Son of God with power. Why?  Because death could not hold him in his sinless state and he was raised from the dead.

F. REV. 1:5 – John sums up the power of Jesus Christ for us

CONCLUSION – 

There are many exceeding great and precious promises about Christ!  2 PET. 1:4
Are you taking advantage of the promise of salvation in Christ?  ACTS 4:12
Do you recognize and respect the position of Christ?
Do you submit to the authority and power of Christ in your life?
