A ZEALOUS AND FAITHFUL CHRISTIAN -12

ACTS 17:28 - TEXT

INTRODUCTION – In bringing this series of lessons on a zealous and faithful Christian it is my hope that we will become enlightened to the fact that we are the children of God and as a result we must use the resources God has placed at our disposal.

In order for us to be zealous and faithful as Christians we must be users of the resources God has granted unto us.

A ZEALOUS AND FAITHFUL CHRISTIAN WILL BE USERS OF GOD’S:

1. LOVE – Help

a. 1 JN. 4:14-21- If we love God we will be willing to help others.  Perfect love casts out fear.

b. 1 JN. 3:16-19 – Using God’s love in our lives to help others proves that we are of the truth.

c. LUKE 6:27-36 – Love those who need our help.

2. WORD – Teach

a. PHIL. 2:12-16 – It is the word of life.  Are we following it?  Are we teaching it to others?

b. HEB. 4:12 – The word of God is powerful but do we use it for a good purpose?

c. ROM. 1:16 – All the power we need to teach others to become Christians and help them remain faithful to God is in the gospel.

3. POWER – Fight

a. EPH. 6:10-17 – Do we know that we have this armor available to us yet we do not use it as a defense in our struggle with our adversary?

b. 1 TIM. 6:12 – Are we fighting the good fight?

c. 2 TIM. 4:6-8 – Paul knew he was engaged in a fight- spiritual.

4. TRUTH – Save

a. 2 THESS. 2:8-10 – Do we have the proper love of the truth so we can be saved?

b. 2 TIM. 2:16-18 – Is it possible for us to err and be a false teacher when it comes to the teaching of truth?

c. JN. 8:31-32 – the truth will save us if we will abide (continue) in it.

5. GRACE – Put sin to death

a. ROM. 6:1-2 – Do we sometimes try to take advantage of the grace of God?

b. COL. 3:1-15 – Accessing God’s grace causes us to change our priorities and set our affections on things above. 

c. 1 COR. 15:10 – It is but by the grace of God that I am what I am!

6. ENERGY – Labor for the master.

a. 1 COR. 15:58 – Be steadfast – do some work for the Lord everyday.  Let God know that he can depend on you.

b. 1 THESS. 1:3-9 – The results of labor.

c. HEB. 4:9-11 – Labor to enter the rest prepared for us.

d. HEB. 6:10-12 –God will not forget our labor of love.

Do we need to change some aspects of our lives in order to be more zealous and faithful in our service to God?  If so repent today!
