IMPORTANT QUESTIONS – 10
INTRODUCTION – We have been discussing some important questions and what the Bible says as it answers these questions.  

Most of us have a cell phone and therefore we are familiar with one of the most popular versions called the I-phone.  Most of us have probably seen a commercial for the I-phone on television that contains the catch phrase, “there’s an app for that.”  The word app is short for application.  An app for an I-phone is basically a little computer program that enables you to apply some technology in your phone to accomplish some task.  There are literally thousands of apps for the I-phone and more are being added everyday.  There are apps for finding a location, for reading news stories, for checking calories in foods, for surfing the internet and of course for checking Facebook.   Most people who have an I-phone use only a few apps.  No one uses every app that is available.  So there are many potential helpful apps that do not get much use.

The same is true when it comes to the bible.  The bible has a lot of applications for day to day living.   The problem is very few people even Christians really use the apps available for us in the bible.   
Our question for today is, “What are some Bible applications available to us?”

BIBLE APPLICATIONS:

I. HAVING PROBLEMS WITH ANGER – There is an app for that!

A. EPH. 4:26 – Anger is a God given emotion, but it can lead to sin.  The bible clearly teaches us to be angry and sin not.  This means we must learn to resolve the conflict and find a solution for the problem.

B. PROV. 16:32 - We need to listen to the wise man. Do we control our anger or does our anger control us?

C. ECCL. 7:9 – The wise man will get rid of anger because he understands that anger only abides in the bosom of the fool.

D. COL. 3:8 – Paul instructs the Christians at Colossae to put away anger.   The bible gives us the app for anger but do we use it or foolishly reject it?

II. HAVING PROBLEMS WITH CONTROLLING OUR TONGUE – There is an app for that!  
A. EPH. 4:29 – Listen to Paul as he teaches the brethren at Ephesus how we need to deal with controlling our speech.  If we have a problem with anger then it is almost certain (the probability is very high) that we will also have a problem controlling our tongue.  It is sad to say that many who profess to follow Christ do not use the proper language as they strive to communicate with others.
B. JAMES 1:26 – James lets us know as the people of God our religion is vain if we do not bridle our tongue to be used tongue. We must exercise self control and not allow our tongue to be used for evil, lying, deceit, gossip, profanity and euphemisms. Virtually every Christian realizes that vulgar speech, curse words,

swear words, using the Lord’s name in vain, etc. are condemned in the Bible;  Yet, how many saints have unknowingly been guilty of such by using words of a more “mollified” nature? Such IS the case when using many of today’s euphemisms. What is a euphemism? 
Defined as: “the substitution of a mild, indirect, or vague expression for one thought to be offensive, harsh, or blunt.”  Is it bad or good? Depending on what word it replaces, makes it either one we could use or one we should not use. Some examples we certainly understand:  “passed away” “is at rest” for DIED; economical or frugal for cheap. It is sad to hear Christians use these words and do not think twice about it.   This could be the result of ignorance.  So I am giving you a list of words for your consideration. 
C. PROV. 15:2, 4 – Do you desire access to the tree of life? Then we must control our speech.

D. 1 PET. 3:10 – Do we love life and desire to see good days? Then we must make the proper biblical application for our tongue.

III. HAVING PROBLEMS WITH FORGIVENESS – There is an app for that!

A. EPH. 4:32-5:2 – We are to forgive one another so we will be imitating Christ and walking in love as we are commanded.

B. PSA. 86:5 – God is ready to forgive and he is abundant in mercy and we should be no less.

C. MATT. 6:14-15 – If we fail to extend forgiveness and mercy there will be none available for us.
D. MATT. 18:21-35 – Jesus teaches us a great lesson on forgiveness. But are we making the proper application in our lives?

CONCLUSION – 

The bible has all the apps we need to live a godly life.

Have you been ignoring the apps given to us by God?

To make the proper applications we must obey!!!
