HOLY SPIRIT 1 – BIBLICAL TERMS THAT APPLY TO THE HOLY SPIRIT

INTRODUCTION – Much mystery and intrigue enshrouds the real Biblical truth concerning the Holy Spirit.  Men thru ignorance have formed many concepts in regard to the Holy Spirit. The purpose of this series of lessons on the Holy Spirit is that we can come to a clear understanding of what the Bible teaches about this less known and misunderstood member of the Godhead.

Today in our study we want to come to a better understanding of some biblical terms that apply to the Holy Spirit.
TERMS APPLIED TO THE HOLY SPIRIT:
1. COMFORTER – 

A. JN. 14:26 – Jesus promised the apostles that the comforter would come.  The word for comforter – parakletos – means to call to one’s side or aid - But the Comforter (helper NKJV), which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.
B. JN. 14:16 – There is obvious similarity between Jesus as comforter and the Holy Spirit as comforter since Jesus refers to the Holy Spirit as another comforter.  Another is from a Greek word allos which means another of the same kind - And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;
C. ACTS 5:3-4 – The holy Spirit is deity - But Peter said, "Ananias, why has Satan filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit and keep back part of the price of the land for yourself? 4 While it remained, was it not your own? And after it was sold, was it not in your own control? Why have you conceived this thing in your heart? You have not lied to men but to God."
D. JN. 14:18 – Since the Holy spirit is deity Jesus could speak to his apostles as he did - I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. – Jesus came to apostles thru the Holy Spirit.
E. The Holy Spirit comforts thru the teaching of the word that he gave to man

a. 1 COR. 2:13 - These things we also speak, not in words which man's wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual.
b. 1 THESS. 4:13-18 - But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you sorrow as others who have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. 15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep. 16 For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. 17 Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord. 18 Therefore comfort one another with these words. 

2. LAW OF THE SPIRIT OF LIFE – 
A. ROM. 8:2 – Notice what Paul recorded by inspiration of the Spirit - For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death.  There are two important truths that Paul states in regard to the Holy Spirit

a. First, the Spirit has Law – Many mistakenly believe that we are not under any law today.  Many think since we are under grace there can be no law.  The Bible clearly teaches this is not true – JAMES 1:25 - But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it, and is not a forgetful hearer but a doer of the work, this one will be blessed in what he does.
b. GAL. 6:2 - Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.
c. ROM. 5:13 – If there were no law there could be no sin - For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 

d. 1 JN. 3:4 – Sin is a violation of law - Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.
e. Secondly, Paul affirms in Romans 8:2 that the Spirit imparts life – We might ask how the Spirit imparts life.  The answer is thru words – JN. 6:63 - It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life
3. THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH – 
A. JN. 16:13 – Notice what Jesus promised the twelve - However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.  The spirit would bring to their remembrance the truths Jesus had taught them. this spirit of truth would guide them into all truth. 

B. 2 PET. 1:20-21 - The truth – all truth is the result of the work of the Holy Spirit - knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture is of any private interpretation, 21 for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit. 

C. JUDE 3 - Beloved, while I was very diligent to write to you concerning our common salvation, I found it necessary to write to you exhorting you to contend earnestly for the faith which was once for all delivered to the saints.
4. THE SPIRIT OF GRACE
A. HEB. 10:29 – The writer of Hebrews sought to dissuade those to whom he wrote from falling away from Christ.  He did this by often mentioning the terrible consequences of apostasy.  In the text of Hebrews 10 he mentions three results of leaving Christ – Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace? 

B. EPH. 2:8 – We are under a system of grace today, therefore, salvation is by grace (God’s part) thru faith (man’s part) - For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God,
C. How was this grace that brings salvation provided for us?  Thru the Holy Spirit the Spirit of Grace - TITUS 2:11 - For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men,
5. THE SPIRIT OF GLORY –

A. 2 TIM. 3:12 – The scriptures teach that the Christian will suffer in view of his allegiance to Christ - Yes, and all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution.
B. 1 PET. 4:14 - Peter taught it is a privilege to suffer as a Christian - If you are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are you, for the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon you. On their part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is glorified. Spirit of Glory is a reference to the Holy Spirit.
C. ROM. 2:10 – There is a certain glory associated with being connected to Christ and the saved shall experience “glory, honor, and peace.” - but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 

CONCLUSION – Hopefully these terms we have studies today in reference to the Holy Spirit have enhanced our understanding and appreciation of the Spirit.

We want to note that these terms do not convey or confirm the modern view of the spirit working unintelligibly and separate from the word.
EPH. 5:18 - And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, 
COL. 3:16 - Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.
Are you filled with the Spirit?

Is the Holy Spirit working in your life?  The answer is NO if you have not obeyed the gospel. We urge you to obey today!!!
