THE HOLY SPIRIT AND SANCTIFICATION 5
HEBREWS 2:1-3 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – HEB. 2:1-3 - Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. 2 For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just reward, 3 how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him,
The great salvation we have available in Christ Jesus is made possible because of the fact that only in Christ Jesus are sanctified from our sin HEB. 2:9-18 -. But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that He, by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone. 10 For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 11 For both He who sanctifies and those who are being sanctified are all of one, for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren, 12 saying: "I will declare Your name to My brethren;In the midst of the assembly I will sing praise to You."  13 And again: "I will put My trust in Him." And again: "Here am I and the children whom God has given Me." 14 Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared in the same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, 15 and release those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 16 For indeed He does not give aid to angels, but He does give aid to the seed of Abraham. 17 Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. 18 For in that He Himself has suffered, being tempted, He is able to aid those who are tempted. 

What does this often used word in the scripture mean?  The word sanctification means to set apart or separate – indeed those who are saved are set apart from sin and separated to be servants of God!
In our study today we want to explore the involvement of the Holy Spirit in regard to sanctification.

THE HOLY SPIRIT AND SANCTIFICATION:
1.  SANCTIFICATION by the Holy Spirit involves washing

A. 1 COR. 6:9-11 - Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the 

     kingdom of God? Do not be deceived. Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor 

     adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites, 10 nor thieves, nor covetous, 

    nor 
drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will inherit the kingdom of 

    God. 11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, but you were 

    sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the 

   Spirit of our God. 

B.  ACTS 22:16 – For sinners that washing is baptism - And now why are you 

     waiting? Arise and be baptized, and wash away your sins, calling on the 

    name  of the Lord.'

C. 1 TIM. 1:15 – The Holy Spirit sanctifies sinners today just as it did in the days 
     of Paul - This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance, that Christ 

     Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom I am chief.
2. SANCTIFICATION is thru belief of the truth –

A. 2 THESS. 2:13-17 – The brethren were sanctified by belief of the truth - But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren beloved by the Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth, 14 to which He called you by our gospel, for the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.
B. JN. 17:17 – Sanctification can only come about by believing obeying following truth - Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth.
3. SANCTIFICATION requires obedience to this precious word of truth – 

A. 1 PET. 1:1-2 – Addressed to saints - Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To the pilgrims of the Dispersion in Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia, 2 elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, for obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace be multiplied. 

B. 1 PET. 1:22-23 – When we are sanctified it involves the purification of our soul - Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one another fervently with a pure heart, 23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever, 
C. JN. 3:5 – This sanctification and purification are the new birth spoken of by Jesus - Jesus answered, "Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.
4. SANCTIFICATION is realized only in Christ Jesus

A. 1 COR. 1:30-31 – Notice that Paul states that Christ is made unto us to be wisdom, righteousness, and redemption - But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God--and righteousness and sanctification and redemption-- 31 that, as it is written, "He who glories, let him glory in the LORD."  

B. GAL. 3:26-27 - If these things (righteousness, wisdom redemption) are only found in Christ how do we get in that position of being in Christ - For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ.
5. SANCTIFICATION is accomplished by the blood of Christ 

A. HEB. 10:26-31 – The blood of Christ has the power to set aside sin in our life - For if we sin willfully after we have received the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, 27 but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and fiery indignation which will devour the adversaries. 28 Anyone who has rejected Moses' law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses. 29 Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace? 30 For we know Him who said, "Vengeance is Mine; I will repay," says the Lord. And again, "The LORD will judge His people."  31 It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.
B. COL. 1:13-14 – Redemption is only thru the blood of Christ - He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, 14 in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.
C. ACTS 2:38 – What did those who were baptized into Christ receive? – The gift of the Spirit - Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit
6. SANCTIFICATION also comes about when sinners are washed and cleanse by water and the word

A. EPH. 5:25-27 – The church is composed of sinners washed from their sins by the Savior’s blood - Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27 that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish. 

7. SANCTIFICATION takes place when saints are called.  How does this take place?
A. 1 COR. 1:1-2 – Paul, called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ through the will of God, and Sosthenes our brother, 2 To the church of God which is at Corinth, to those who are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, with all who in every place call on the name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both theirs and ours:
B. 1 COR. 1:9 - Saints are called by the gospel of Christ into fellowship with God -  God is faithful, by whom you were called into the fellowship of His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. 

C. 1 COR. 15:1-4 - This call of the gospel involves the Death – Burial – Resurrection of Jesus Christ - Moreover, brethren, I declare to you the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received and in which you stand, 2 by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word which I preached to you--unless you believed in vain. 3 For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures,
D. 1 COR. 12:13 - How did the Corinthians become saints in Christ Jesus? Thru baptism into one body - For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body--whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free--and have all been made to drink into one Spirit.
8. SANCTIFICATION results when God seals the obedient believer of truth with the Holy Spirit

A. EPH. 1:13-14 - In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14 who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory. 
B. 2 COR. 1:20-22 – God seals his saints by giving them the ernest of the Spirit into their hears - For all the promises of God in Him are Yes, and in Him Amen, to the glory of God through us. 21 Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God, 22 who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.
C. 2 TIM. 2:19-22 - God identifies his children by seal - Nevertheless the solid foundation of God stands, having this seal: "The Lord knows those who are His," and, "Let everyone who names the name of Christ depart from iniquity." 20 But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver, but also of wood and clay, some for honor and some for dishonor. 21 Therefore if anyone cleanses himself from the latter, he will be a vessel for honor, sanctified and useful for the Master, prepared for every good work. 22 Flee also youthful lusts; but pursue righteousness, faith, love, peace with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart
D. GAL. 4:6 - God has states since we are his sons he has sent forth the Spirit into our hearts - And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, "Abba, Father!"
9. SANCTIFICATION only comes when saints pursue the right things

A. HEB. 12:14-17 - We are instructed to pursue peace or we will never see God-  Pursue peace with all people, and holiness, without which no one will see the Lord: 15 looking diligently lest anyone fall short of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up cause trouble, and by this many become defiled; 16 lest there be any fornicator or profane person like Esau, who for one morsel of food sold his birthright. 17 For you know that afterward, when he wanted to inherit the blessing, he was rejected, for he found no place for repentance, though he sought it diligently with tears. 

B. 2 COR. 6:14-7:1 - A Christian must separate himself from the world - Do not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with darkness? 15 And what accord has Christ with Belial? Or what part has a believer with an unbeliever? 16 And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For you are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will dwell in them And walk among them .I will be their God, And they shall be My people." 17 Therefore "Come out from among them And be separate, says the Lord.Do not touch what is unclean,And I will receive you."  18 "I will be a Father to you,And you shall be My sons and daughters,Says the LORD Almighty."  7:1 Therefore, having these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God. 

C. EPH. 4:20-24 - A Christian must also strive to be holy - But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness. 
10. SANCTIFICATION of the Gentiles by the Holy Spirit thru words
A. ACTS 10:44-48 - While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit fell upon all those who heard the word. 45 And those of the circumcision who believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out on the Gentiles also. 46 For they heard them speak with tongues and magnify God. Then Peter answered, 47 Can anyone forbid water, that these should not be baptized who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?" 48 And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then they asked him to stay a few days. 
B. ACTS 11:12-18 - Then the Spirit told me to go with them, doubting nothing. Moreover these six brethren accompanied me, and we entered the man's house. 13 And he told us how he had seen an angel standing in his house, who said to him, 'Send men to Joppa, and call for Simon whose surname is Peter, 14 who will tell you words by which you and all your household will be saved.' 15 "And as I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them, as upon us at the beginning. 16 Then I remembered the word of the Lord, how He said, 'John indeed baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit.' 17 "If therefore God gave them the same gift as He gave us when we believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could withstand God?" 18 When they heard these things they became silent; and they glorified God, saying, "Then God has also granted to the Gentiles repentance to life." 
CONCLUSION – Hopefully we can now better understand the work of the Holy Spirit in regard to sanctification.  There are some important questions we must ask.
Have you been sanctified?

Have you been set apart from sin?

Have you been separated to be a servant of God?
