THINGS GOD HATES
PROVERBS 6:16-19 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The inspired write of Proverbs list seven things by inspiration of the Holy Spirit that God hates.  The things God hates are the very tools used by Satan to destroy the spiritual lives of both men and women.  We must be careful lest we fall prey and become a victim of Satan.

SEVEN THINGS GOD HATES:

I. PROUD LOOK – 

A. PSA. 10:4-11 – The one who possesses the arrogant and haughty spirit.
B. 2 COR. 5:10-11 - Denies accountability unto God.  When we are filled with pride anything goes there is no restraint.

C. LUKE 18:9-14 – Do we sometimes become like the Pharisee and trust in our own righteousness.
II. LYING TONGUE – 

A. 1 TIM. 4:1-5 – Doctrines of devils speaking lies in hypocrisy.  Examples Book of Mormon, Catholic Catechisms etc.

B. 1 JN. 1:7-10 – Have you ever lied to God about your own sins

C. 1 JN. 1:3-7 – If we do lie to God then we are saying we have fellowship with God and yet we walk in darkness, then our whole life is a lie.

III. HANDS THAT MURDER –

A. GEN. 4:4-9 - The story of Cain and Abel.  Cain killed Abel out of envy and jealousy.  How many lives have been taken as a result of this same sin?
B. 1 JN. 3:14-16 – If we hate our brother in our heart we are guilty of murder.

C. 1 TIM. 6:9-10 – We become guilty of killing our soul when we pursue the worldly goals of being rich.  If we love money more than God then we are guilty of spiritual suicide.

IV. WICKED IMAGINATIONS OF THE HEART – 

A. GEN. 6:5, 11-12 – God hates wickedness so much he destroyed the world once by the flood of waters.  Imagine how terrible and horrible the situation must have been for God to do this.

B. GAL. 5:19-21 – Today people fulfill the lusts of the flesh by dirty movies, filthy books, violence, crime and sexual immorality portrayed on TV and internet.  Filthy thoughts are often acted up on as a result of these words and pictures that are on constant display.

V. EVIL FEET – 

A. 1 COR. 6:9-11 – The Corinthians had been engaged in all types of evil.  Their feet had been swift to run with the wrong crowd.
B. ROM. 13:1-6 – God wants us as his people to obey the laws of the land.  Live a life where we are not involved in crimes of all kinds.

C. 2 COR. 12:20-21 – Paul warns those Christians at Corinth to not be engaged in living an evil lifestyle.

VI. FALSE WITNESSES – 

A. 1 KINGS 21:10 – Naboth was murdered because of lies.

B. MATT. 26:59 – The enemies of Jesus lied about him so they could kill him.

C. ACTS 1:8 – The apostles of Christ were true witnesses of his life – DBR.

D. JN. 16:13 – Holy Spirit led the apostles into all the truth, but today many try to pervert and twist the truth revealed by the Holy Spirit to the apostles.  These are the false teachers and false witnesses of modern times.
VII. SOWING DISCORD -  

A. EPH. 4:1-3 – We need unity in love but in order to attain it we must have the proper attitude and truth.

B. 3 JN. 9-11 – Some like Diotrophes cause trouble because of selfish ambition and cause problems in the Lord’s church by disrupting unity.

C. 1 COR. 1:10-13 – Paul warns the church at Corinth against such behavior.

CONCLUSION – 

Are we engaging in behavior that God hates?

If so, we need to obey the gospel today!!!
