MEN OF FAITH AND INTEGRITY – 11

1 TIMOTHY 1:13-17

INTRODUCTION – We are continuing our series of lessons on men of faith, integrity, and obedience and today we are considering the life of Saul who later became known as the apostle Paul. Paul was a Jew who had great power, wealth and his influence was widely felt.

He loved God and the Law of Moses and he was very zealous in keeping the law.  He had given up much to become a Christian.  This is what makes his example so powerful and provides us with so many lessons.
PAUL – 

I. ZEALOUS PERSECUTOR – 

A. ACTS 26:9-11 – Saul was zealous persecutor.

B. ACTS 8:1-3 – Saul consented to the death of Stephen and persecuted the church.

C. ACTS 22:1-16 – Paul was a zealous person before and after his conversion.

D. PHIL. 3:3-6 – Paul describes what he sacrificed to become a Christian..

E. ROM. 10:1-3 – Paul spoke of himself in this passage.  He had a zeal for God but it was without knowledge.  

II. GOOD CONSCIENCE – 

A. 1 TIM. 1:13 – Paul was a persecutor and he did it in good conscience.

B. ACTS 23:1 – Paul did all this in good conscience.  

C. ACTS 24:16 – His conscience was void of offense because it was not trained by the truth.   Do not allow your conscience to be your guide unless it has been properly trained by the word of God.

III. CHANGEABLE – 

A. 1 SAM. 15:19-22 – Saul (the king of Israel) was unwilling to repent he was stubborn and would not obey God

B. PHIL. 3:7-16 – Paul was willing to change when he was shown he was wrong.

IV. CONSCIENTIOUS WITH THE GOSPEL – 

A. ACTS 20:18-27 – This manifests that Paul realized the seriousness of his mission as an apostle and as a Christian.

B.  ROM. 1:14-17 – Paul was not afraid or ashamed of the message of the gospel.

V. HUMBLE IN ACHIEVEMENT –

A. 1 COR. 15:9-10 – Paul was humble even though he had accomplished much and did much good for the Lord and his church.
B. 1 COR. 9:16 – Paul’s attitude toward preaching the gospel.

C. LUKE 17:7-10 – What should our attitude be?   That we have only done our duty!!!

VI. DID NOT FEAR THE RULERS – 

A. ACTS 24:23-26 – Felix was the one who was trembling, not Paul.

B. MATT. 10:28 – Who should we fear?   

VII. STAYING POWER – 

A. HEB. 12:1-4 – Paul kept his eyes on Jesus and so should we.

B. 1 COR. 15:58 – Are we being steadfast?

C. 2 TIM. 4:6-8 – Paul is a good example for us.  He fought the good fight. He kept the faith.  He did not quit!!!
CONCLUSION – 

Paul was a man of faith, integrity, and obedience.
