JESUS – SOME THINGS HE HAD
LUKE 19:10
INTRODUCTION – As Christians we desire to learn more about Jesus so we study the Bible to give us greater insight into his life. The Bible is clear that Jesus came to earth with a distinct purpose – LUKE 19:10 –in serving that purpose on earth it is interesting to note some things that Jesus had.

The purpose of this study is look into God’s word and observe some things Jesus had

 according to the scriptures.

SOME THINGS JESUS HAD – 

I. PRE-EXISTENCE – There are actually some in the world today who believe and teach that Jesus was a created being – Is that true? What does the bible say?

A. GEN. 1:26 – This is not true, Jesus is eternal and he existed before he came to earth. Note the phrase “let us.”
B. COL. 1:13-17 – Note what Paul instructed the Christians at Colossae that Christ was before all things and by him all things exist.

C. JN. 1:1-3 – The apostle John declares that the word (Christ) was in the beginning and by the word all things were made.

D. JN. 8:58 – Jesus declares to the Jews his eternal existence.  Do not be deceived and believe the lie and false teaching fabricated by men that Jesus was a created being

II. AN UNUSUAL CONCEPTION – Jesus had a conception unlike anyone before or after him. He was born of a virgin.
A. ISA. 7:14 – The prophet spoke of the conception of Jesus as a miracle (sign)

B. MATT. 1:18-20 – Mary was found with child of the Holy Spirit before she and Joseph came together in a sexual sense. The birth of Jesus was ordinary, it was the conception that was so different!

III. A DUAL NATURE – He was both God and man, human and divine. Can any of us make that claim?  NO!!!
A. MATT. 1:23 – Matthew’s account of the gospel says he was Immanuel which means God with us.

B. JN. 1:14 – We have John’s account of the word becoming flesh.

C. PHIL. 2:5-8 – Even though Jesus took on the form of a servant and was made in the likeness of man. He still had all his divinity - attributes of deity. It was divinity that took on the likeness of a man.

IV. COMPASSION – Jesus displayed compassion on men. It seems our society is lacking in compassion today.
A. MATT. 9:36 – Do we show the compassion toward others that we should?

B. 1 PET. 3:8-9- We must learn to exhibit compassion toward one another.

C. 1 JN. 3:17-19 – Note the teachings of John.

V. WORK TO DO – Jesus came to earth to do the will and work of the Father.
A. JN. 9:4 – Jesus was a busy person

B. LUKE 2:49 – At the age of 12 he realized the importance of working for his Father.

C. JN. 5:17 – Jesus told the Jews he was working for the Father.

D. MATT. 11:3-5 – John’s question and Jesus’ answer – examine my works.

E. JN. 17:4 – Jesus finished his work that God gave him to do!

VI. ALL AUTHORITY – 
A. MATT. 28:18 – The main source of problems in religion today is the failure to recognize the authority of Jesus.

B. JN. 2:5 – Even his mother (Mary) recognized he had all authority

C. MATT. 7:29 - Many were astonished at his doctrine for he taught them as one having authority.

D. COL. 1:18 – Many churches today claiming to belong to Christ do not submit to the authority of Christ.

If we are to grow and mature we must recognize the things Jesus truly had.
