JESUS – KING OF KINGS
1 TIMOTHY 6:15 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION - 
As a young child we would sing an old song. “He’s Got the Whole World in His Hands”  the thought behind this song is that Jesus the Son of God has universal authority.  He is indeed the King of Kings and Lord of Lords as Paul related to Timothy – 1 TIM. 6:15 - which He will manifest in His own time, He who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings and Lord of lords,
The purpose of our lesson today is for us to come to a greater understanding of the kingship of Jesus and what it involves as we endeavor to serve him.
JESUS – KING OF KINGS:

I. EXALTED AS KING – The scriptures exalt Jesus as King

A. ISA. 9:6-7 – The kingdom and king spoken of in prophecy.
B. MATT. 1:18-25 – The birth of Jesus fulfilled prophecy and started his royal mission vs. 21 – to save His people from their sins.

C. MATT. 4:17 – He went out preaching about his kingdom in future tense.  It is at hand.  How close was it?

D. MARK 9:1 – Some would still be alive when the kingdom came with power.

E. JN. 18:33-37 – What type of kingdom would it be?  Spiritual not earthly and Jesus admits he was born for this very purpose.
F. MATT. 16:18-19 – In this passage Jesus is using the words church and kingdom to represent the same thing institution.

G. COL. 1:13-14 – The saved are translated into the kingdom.

H. ACTS 2:47 - The saved are added to the church.

I. EPH. 1:20-23 – All the saved are under headship of Christ in the church and serve as citizens in his kingdom of which he rules as King.

J. JN. 19:19-22 – Pilate wrote the title for Jesus at the cross – “The King of the Jews.”  Pilate acknowledged what many failed to comprehend.
II. SERVING THE KING – 

A. JN. 13:12-17 – It takes humility and a willingness to serve the king.  Often times we view our relationship with Jesus as what he can do for me instead of how I can serve him!!!

B. LUKE 17:7-10 – When we serve the king we have only done our duty.

C. MARK 9:33-37 – The disciples of Christ disputed among themselves who would be the greatest. Notice the lesson taught to them by Jesus.

D. MARK 10:35-45 – Greatness is determined by our service not our wealth, social status, education, or our job.

E. LUKE 14:25-35 – Sacrifice is always involved in serving a King. (1 SAM. 8:10-13 – Remember the children of Israel wanted a king.)

F. HEB. 5:8-9 – We must obey the king - Jesus

III. WORSHIPPING THE KING – 

A. MATT. 2:1-2 – The wise men understood the necessity of worshipping the King.  Do we understand how important it is to worship and give glory and honor to Christ?
B. JN. 1:14 – Jesus is worthy of our worship because he is full of grace and truth.  Where would we be without the grace of God?  Where would we be without truth?

C. EPH. 1:7-14 – Jesus is indeed worthy of our praise and glory.

D. REV. 4:9-11 – The King will receive glory, honor, and praise thru out eternity.

E. 1 TIM. 1:17 – Paul instructs to acknowledge the King to whom all glory, honor and praise belongs. 

Do you acknowledge the King Jesus?  
Are you a faithful servant or you a citizen who is not loyal to their King?
