BIBLE - EVIDENCES OF DRIFTING
TEXT – HOSEA 11:7

INTRODUCTION – What does the bible say about falling from grace? Some teach the doctrine of the impossibility of apostasy, but we find in the scriptures evidence that says we can fall from God’s grace – 1 COR. 10:12; GAL. 5:4.
READ TEXT - Our text notes the condition of Israel and their unfaithfulness.  

There is a danger of drifting as Christians we must remain alert to the warning signals – I.E. – warning signals of car - Story of two young men fishing above a low head dam on a river – concentrating on catching fish. 

Danger of drifting is not limited to the physical realm – HEB. 2:1 – We must give the more earnest heed….

Sadly it is not uncommon for Christians to drift toward destruction!

Brethren are you drifting would you know it if you were?  The purpose of this lesson is for me to carefully examine my faith and to see if I am drifting from the Lord.

1. THINGS WE SHOULD KNOW ABOUT DRIFTING – 

A. Drifting requires no effort – 

1.) Just stop rowing or oaring a boat and it will instantly begin to drift

2.) The same is true for the Christian – HEB. 3:12 – What does it take for me to have an evil heart of unbelief and depart from God

B. It is an unconscious process – 

1.) It is possible to drift unaware

a. People floating on a raft

b. Boat in the Gulf you cannot see the current – buoy

2.) The same is true in the spiritual realm

a. Many individual Christians have slowly drifted away

b. Many churches have gradually drifted into error – Only one day to find themselves far removed from the scriptures and wonder how they got there – REV. 3:1-3
C. We never drift upstream or against the current –

1.) Faithfulness to the Lord takes effort – it is like rowing 

Upstream

2.) You must constantly be adding to your faith – 2 PET. 1:5-11 – 

Notice if we give diligence to make our calling and election sure      we shall never fall

3.) You must continue to grow – 2 PET. 3:17-18 – The moment you

stop growing, you start going backward, you are drifting and  falling away from God 

D. The speed downstream increases – 

1.) The dangers increase with the speed of the drift – 

a. When we can hear the roar of the waterfall, it is already too late.  

b. When we lose sight of land, it is more difficult, to discern that we are drifting

2.) The further and further we remove ourselves from the Lord, the   less we care about what we do – 2 SAM. 11:1-15
E. It is dangerous to others – 

1.) A ship, just drifting, is a hazard to all other vessels at sea – worst things that can happen for as ship is to lose power – it is drifting.

2.) Parents who are just drifting will soon lose golden opportunities to teach their children – EPH. 6:4
3.) Christians drift if we are carried about by every wind and doctrine – EPH. 4:14 – I.E. – MDR

F. It ends in shipwreck – 

1.) A boat adrift will crash up on the rocks or go over the falls

2.) If we drift spiritually we will not escape judgment – HEB. 2:1-3
The danger of drifting is real or there would be no need to warn against it.  So let’s ask the question again are you drifting?

2. COMMON SIGNS OF DRIFTING – 

A. Diminishing desire to study God’s Word and pray –

The Bible is a unique book – a source of information not found anywhere else

1.) Without God’s revelation, how could we truly know our origin,

 purpose and destiny – GEN.1:1 – In the beginning, God  created

2.) It tells us of the consequences of sin and the way of salvation – 

PSA. 19:7-10 – What is my desire?

3.) It provides direction for happy useful lives – PSA. 1:1-3
4.) When we lose our desire to study God’s word we are drifting

Prayer is also a wonderful blessing – an avenue to communicate with God 

1.) Jesus loved his Father and he often prayed – MK. 1:35, MK.

6:46 – He wanted to communicate with him – I love Brad – He is my son I talk with him daily and he talks with me – God speaks to us thru his word and we speak to God thru prayer.

2.) Jesus did not want his disciples to grow weary to pray – LUKE 

18:1-5 – When a Christian prays less and less, he is drifting more and more away from God 

3.) We do not need to become satisfied with our spiritual progress – 

REV. 3:14-17 – Their attitude was that they were rich and needed nothing

B. Diminishing desire to be with God’s people – 

1.) This includes attending services to worship God –  HEB. 10:25
  a.  We should have the attitude of the Psalmist David – PSA.

 122:1 – “I was glad when they said unto me let us go   unto the house of the Lord.”

b. If we no longer rejoice in worshipping the true and living

God in the presence of brethren, we are drifting.

2.) Fellowship with God’s people extends beyond the services of the

Church

a. We are to be concerned with edifying one another – ROM.
14:19

b. Such edification should occur daily – HEB. 3:13 -  Exhort 

c. The right kind of friendship strengthens us, while the wrong kind leads us to sin – ECCL. 4:9-12, 1 COR. 15:33
d. When we as Christian prefers the companionship of people of the world above that of fellow Christians, we are drifting toward the rocks of spiritual destruction.

C. Diminishing desire to share the gospel – 

1.) When one obeys the gospel, he knows God has blotted out his

sins and made him a new creature in Christ, and he wants to tell    others about Jesus – ACTS 8:4, 1 THESS. 1:7-8

2.) When we as Christians no longer have the desire to take the

Gospel message of salvation to others we are drifting – JUDE 21-23 Christ exhorts us to be interested in the souls of men

D. Increasing thrills over the things of this world – 

1.) The apostle John warns us against the love of the world – 1 JN. 

 2:15-17

2.) Paul warned Timothy about the pleasure and enjoyment of worldly activity – 2 TIM. 3:4
3.) Peter tells us to not get attached to the things of the world – 2 PET. 3:9-11
4.) If we reach the point that we find more pleasure in some worldly activities than meeting with others to worship god we are definitely drifting spiritually.

These are just some of the signs of drifting away from God.  If we are to remain close to God we must know:

3. REMEDIES AGAINST DRIFTING – 

A. Keep rowing – 

1.)  Spiritually speaking, this involves diligence – 2 PET. 1:5,10
2.) It also means to keep growing – 2 PET. 1:5-8
3.) There is no place for spiritual retirement – in living the life of a Christian – PHIL. 3:12-15 – Paul said he was striving for perfection but he had not yet attained it – 2 COR. 4:16 – “For which cause we faint not, but though our outward man perish yet our inward man is renewed day by day.”
B. Watch out for undercurrents – 

1.) We must always be on guard for the undercurrent of temptation – 1 PET. 2:11
2.) God has promised to deliver us from temptation - 1 COR. 10:13
C. Expect to go against the tide – 

1.) There are many tides to sweep us away

a. Popularity – peer pressure – the praise of others

b. Modernism, skepticism, humanism

c. Denominationalism – All kinds of teaching of man, not God

d. Liberalism and worldliness in the church – will probably be the greatest enemies of the church in our lifetime

e. Neglect – indifference, apathy, lack of interest and concern

2.) If we as Christians drift along with the majority – we certainly 

will be lost – MATT. 7:13-14 – The narrow way leads to life

D. We must have a strong anchor – 

1.) Rooted and grounded in Christ – COL. 2:6-7 – This establishes us in the faith

2.) Minds must be anchored to the truth – JN. 8:32 – the truth that will set us free from sin

3.) We must possess an unshakable hope – HEB. 6:18-19
4.) We must be grounded in love – EPH. 3:16-19 – Do you have a strong anchor?

CONCLUSION -   

Brethren are we drifting? The danger is real.  Many have drifted away from the Lord and it could happen to us.  Are there signs of drifting in your life?  Honestly ask yourself:

Is my desire to study God’s Word diminishing?

Is my desire to talk to God in prayer diminishing?

Is my desire to be with God’s people not what it used to be in the past?

Have I lost my desire to save those lost in sin?

Am I too much enamored by the things of this world?

Brethren our salvation in Christ is too great to neglect – If you are drifting confess it and we stand ready to encourage you to serve God faithfully
