HELL

REVELATION 21:8 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – What do you think about people who display the following attitude:  I do not have to do every little thing the Bible says.  If the Bible does not specifically condemn something (it doesn’t say not to) that makes it alright to engage or participate in that activity.  If it is convenient for me to do a good deed for someone, then I don’t mind but don’t expect me to do anything that requires some inconvenience on my part.  I really do not think that church attendance is all that important.  I do not think we need book, chapter and verse for everything we do, authority is just not necessary.

Well if we have that type of attitude we may get more than we asked for one day – we may get eternity in hell.

Read – TEXT –REV. 21:8 – Hell is a place of torment and a place we do not want to go!

MATT. 25:30 – It is a place of outer darkness.

MARK 9:44-48 – Hell is a place of unquenchable fire!

2 THESS. 1:8-9 – It is a place of everlasting punishment for those who go there. – REV. 20:10.
Hell is a place no one wants to go even though they may not realize it yet. It is a place you do not have to go to.  If you go it will be your own fault and no one else.  We will not be able to blame God – 1 TIM. 2:4 – God wants all men to be saved – 2 PET. 3:9. In spite of all God does for us there are still many who complain, gripe and moan at everything the Lord asks us to do.

SOME THINGS YOU WON’T HAVE TO DO IN HELL:

1. YOU WILL NOT HAVE TO ATTEND ALL THE SERVICES OF THE CHURCH – 

a. MATT. 25:24-30 – If you are in Hell you will wish you had a different attitude and used your talent and time for the Lord.
b. 1 JN. 5:3 – In Hell you night think the Lord’s commandments were not so grievous after all!

c. HEB. 10:23-26 - . In Hell we want have to hear brethren talk about the importance of meeting with the saints.

d. REV. 20:5-8 – your attitude in this life will determine if you have anguish or rest in the after life.

2. YOU WILL NOT HAVE TO WORSHIP GOD – In Hell you want have to sing and no more arguing about whether or not to use instrumental music in worship!
a. EPH. 5:19 – “Singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord.”

b. COL. 3:16 – “Singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.”

c. MATT. 25:30 – There will be sounds in Hell but it will be the weeping and gnashing of teeth.”

d. REV. 14:3 – There will be singing in eternity, but it will be in the place that you missed – heaven.

e. ACTS 2:42 – In Hell you won’t have to pray, you will want to pray but your chance will be gone forever – no more opportunity to pray for God’s mercy and forgiveness. 1 THESS. 5:17 – JAMES 5:16 – All opportunities to confess sin will be gone forever.

f. 2 TIM. 4:1-5 – In Hell there will be no more of those old sermons and you will not have to be aggravated with the sermon being to long anymore.  You will not be troubled by bible subjects like – Baptism, moral issues, Fellowship with error, MDR, Work and worship of the church.

3. YOU WILL NOT HAVE TO LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR – In Hell you won’t have anybody to bother you – no family, no friends, no neighbors you will be all alone.  You will have no one to love – For God is love and he is not there. You will have no one to tell the wonderful story of love to as it is too late.
a. MATT. 7:12 – In Hell we will wish our attitude had been different toward others.

b. GAL. 5:13-15 – You will wish you had been more loving toward your brethren.

c. LUKE 16:19-23 – In Hell you will regret having loved money so much and you will wish you had used it for good.

d. 1 TIM. 6:10 – The love of money will be piercing you through out eternity.

4. YOU WILL NOT HAVE TO OBEY ANYMORE COMMANDS – 
a. JN. 14:15 – In Hell there will be no more commandments for you to keep.

b. 1 JN. 5:2-3 – We will remember through out eternity how we complained about God’s commands being so difficult for us to obey.

c. ROM. 12:12 – In Hell there will be no more sacrificing for God.

d. PSA. 119:11 – In Hell, there will be no more bible study – 2 TIM. 2:15.

e. 2 COR. 5:7 – In Hell there will be no more walking by faith.

5. YOU WILL NEVER HAVE TO TAKE A STAND FOR TRUTH AGAIN – 

a. 1 PET. 4:1-4 – In Hell facing ridicule for the sake of truth will be a thing of the past.

b. EPH. 6:10-12- In Hell you will not grow weary of fighting the good fight of faith.

c. 1 TIM. 6:12 – In Hell there will be no confrontations over truth, we will not have to worry about offending friends, or defending the doctrinal position of the Bible
d. JUDE 3 – No more contending for the faith.

CONCLUSION – 

Maybe you’re thinking that …I am not going to Hell becaue god is to good to send me there.  Well when you are in Hell you will finally understand the true nature of god but it will be too late – MATT. 7:21-23.

Maybe you’re thinking that I am not going to Hell because I will change before I die.  Hell will be full of people who thought just the same thing.  We do not control time but we do control our decisions that affect where we will spend eternity.  There is no promise of tomorrow so OBEY THE GOSPEL today!!!!
