RESPONSIBILITIES TO GOD
REVELATION 2:10

INTRODUCTION – We discussed in our lesson this morning the freedoms we enjoy in Christ. The purpose of our study this evening is to understand that along with freedoms come certain responsibilities. In this lesson we will certainly not entertain all the responsibilities we have toward God but we will note four general headings under which almost all our responsibilities will fall. READ TEXT – REV. 2:10
RESPONSIBILITIES TO GOD – Overall responsibility – Be faithful!!!  How?
I. FEAR GOD – Many today do not have the proper reverence and respect for God.

A. ECCL. 12:13 – Listen to the wise man. He says we should fear God? Do you hold God, his Son, his church in reverence?  Do your respect the word of God? Are you in awe of the power and authority of God?

B.  ACTS 10:34-35 – To fear God is to respect his authority and power.
C. 2 COR. 5:10-11 – Do you fear the consequence of unrighteousness in your life? It is indeed a fearful thing to fall into the hands of living God if we are living a life of rebellion to his will for us.

II. LOVE GOD – 

A. MATT. 22:36-38 – Many believe they love the Lord, many say they love the Lord – but Jesus is talking about a love that consumes us, uses us up and wears us out in service to our Lord.
B. 1 JN. 4:19 – We are able to love God because he loved us first and displayed what true love is all about.

C. JN. 3:16 – Loving God involves giving. Many people who claim to love God do so to see what they can take (profit) from this relationship.

D. ROM. 5:8-9 – To love like God does we must love sinners which will prompt us to take the message of the gospel to them.

E. 1 JN. 5:3 – WE must demonstrate our love for God. How??? By keeping his commandments

III. OBEY GOD – 

A. MATT. 7:21 – Listen to what Jesus is teaching in the message from the mountain. He makes it clear we must do the will of the Father!

B. HEB. 5:8-9 – If obedience was important to Christ it is important to us as well

C. JN. 14:31 – Jesus realized his obedience was a demonstration of his love for the Father.

D. 1 PET. 2:21 – Christ is our example and obedience to the Father was important to him so we are expected to follow his example if we claim to follow him.

E. ACTS 5:27-29 – We do not obey just when it is convenient. God’s commands are never to be made void or compelled to take 2nd place behind the doctrine and commandments of men.
IV. WORSHIP GOD – 

A. JN. 4:23-24 – God expects us to worship him - his way.

B. MATT. 4:9-10 – Our worship only belongs to God.

C. PHIL. 3:3 – To worship correctly we must have a spirit of rejoicing for the privilege and opportunity to offer our worship to the only one true God.

D. REV. 14:7 – We must remember we are offering our worship to him who made heaven and earth.

E. REV. 22:8-9 – Our worship is not to be offered to any other not even angels. I.E. – Remember that Paul and Barnabas tore their clothes when men tried to offer sacrifices to them because they thought they were gods – ACTS 14:11-18
