A. GEN. 7:23 – God brought the flood of waters upon the earth, because of the sinfulness of man.

B. NUM. 15:32-36 – Consequence for breaking the commandments of God – death penalty.

C. ROM. 11:22 – God is good but also severe.

IV. GOD IS FAITHFUL – 

A. 1 COR. 10:13 – Faithful to provide a way to escape when we are tempted.

B. 2 PET. 3:9 – God is faithful in that he does not desire any to perish but desires for all men to repent.

C. TITUS 1:2 – God is faithful to provide the eternal life that he promised.

V. GOD IS MERCIFUL – 

A. GEN. 19:16 – God was merciful to Lot and his family members who escaped Sodom.

B. EX. 34:6 – God proclaims he is merciful to Moses.
C. EPH. 2:4-6 – God is rich in mercy because of his great love for us.

D. TITUS 3:5 – We are saved by the mercy of God.

VI. GOD IS FORGIVING – 

A. MATT. 6:14-15 – God is forgiving so he demands forgiveness from us.

B. MATT. 18:35 – Forgiveness is not optional.

C. EPH. 4:32 – Forgive others because Christ forgave us.

D. 1 JN. 1:9 – After we become Christians we must continue to obtain forgiveness of our sins and in order to do so we must confess our sins.

VII. GOD IS NO RESPECTER OF PERSONS – 

A. ACTS 10:34 – Peter realized what God desired for him to understand in regard to preaching the gospel to the Gentiles.
B. ROM. 2:11 – At judgment there will be no partiality shown by God.
C. JAMES 2:1-4, 9 – Partiality is condemned in the life of one who professes to be a Christian.
D. 1 PET. 1:17 – God will judge without partiality.
