PROPHECY – THE LIFE OF JESUS  
ISAIAH 46:9-10
INTRODUCTION – Today is a day where many think about our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  The sad thing is many only give thought to the life of Jesus on a couple of days of the year. While the Bible no where acknowledges that today is the birthday of Jesus, we need to understand the entire life of Christ was spoken of in prophecy. It is the prerogative of God alone to prophecy and then fulfill his promises. READ TEXT – ISA. 46:9-10
The purpose of our lesson today is to look to the scriptures and notice the prophecy and its fulfillment in regard to the life of Jesus.

The fulfillment of prophecy makes it clear to us that God had given much forethought to his scheme by which man would be redeemed.

Let’s look at some in our study today!

Prophet – defined as one who speaks forth, a proclaimer of a divine message, he is the one who speaks from inspiration.

THE LIFE OF JESUS AND PROPHECY – 

I. HIS BIRTH – 

A. GEN. 3:15 – Jesus was to be of the seed of woman. Fulfilled - GAL. 4:4
B. GEN. 12:3 – Jesus was to be born of the seed of Abraham – Fulfilled – GAL. 3: 16 – Christ is identified as the seed of Abraham that was promised.

C. ISA. 7:14 – Jesus was to be born of a virgin – Fulfilled – MATT. 1:23-25
D. MICAH 5:2 – Jesus was to be born in Bethlehem – Fulfilled – MATT. 2:1
E. DEUT. 18:15, 18 – God had promised to raise up a prophet – Fulfilled – ACTS 3:20-23 – Peter declared this prophecy written by Moses applied to Jesus- God agreed – MATT. 17:5
II. HIS MISSION – 

A. GEN. 49:10 – The Messiah would come to gather his people who were willing to obey him – Fulfilled – LUKE 19:10 – Jesus came to seek and save the lost.

B. ISA. 59:20 – The redeemer would turn people away from their sin – Fulfilled – ACTS 3:25-26
C. ISA. 53:5 – Prophecy said he would bear our sins – Fulfilled – 1 PET. 2:21-24
D. ISA. 53:4-7 – The prophet also spoke of his death for our transgressions – Fulfilled – MATT. 20:28
E. GAL. 3:6-9; 24-29 – Jesus came and fulfilled the Law and the prophets so we could be the sons of Abraham in the spiritual sense as we strive to walk by faith and not by sight.
III. HIS ACCEPTANCE – 

A. ISA. 8:14 – The prophet said he would be a stone of stumbling and a rock of offense to the Jews.
B. 1 PET. 2:4-10 – What is Jesus in your life? A stone of stumbling and rock of offense or a precious stone – the decision is up to you!
C. JN. 1:11-12 – The Jews for the most part rejected Christ. They rejected the D/B/R of Christ. This was also prophesied.

D. ISA. 65:1-3 - God condemns the rebellion of his people and acknowledges the Gentiles would seek him.  The question is do you seek him in your life? Are you willing to receive Christ? It must be in his terms.

CONCLUSION -  

Every prophecy concerning Christ and his life has been fulfilled. (The only prophesies left to be fulfilled are the ones concerning his 2nd coming.)

Jesus came to seek and save the lost!

What will you do with the life of Jesus?

Accept him as Lord and savior today by hearing and obeying him!
