PROPHECIES – THE MINISTRY OF JESUS  
INTRODUCTION – Today we are continuing a series of lessons regarding prophecy. What does it mean to prophesy? Prophet – defined as one who speaks forth, a proclaimer of a divine message, he is the one who speaks from inspiration.
We have in our first few lessons considered the character of Jesus. Now we are goin to shift our focus on the 31/2 years of his ministry. It is during his ministry that he answers the questions such as: Was he the promised and prophesied Messiah? Was he the authorized representative of God? Was he the Son of God who came into the world to bear the sin of us all?

The evidences he gave were the life he lived, the truth he taught, and the works he wrought during his ministry.

TEXT – DEUT. 18:15 – Moses said one would come like him. Is Jesus the prophet like Moses? Just as Moses ministered to the children of Israel would Jesus come and do the same?
The purpose of our lesson today is to concentrate upon his ministry as spoken by the prophets and see if it was indeed fulfilled.
Let’s look at some in our study today!
THE MINISTRY OF JESUS – What does the Bible teach us?

I. BEGINNING – The beginning of the ministry was spoken of by the prophets.

A. ISA. 9:1-2 – The ministry of Jesus would begin beyond Jordan in Galilee. The light would shine there according to the prophet.

B. MATT. 4:12-17 – We see the fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecy.

C. ZECH. 9:9 – The prophet Zechariah promised his ministry would continue in Jerusalem.

D. MATT. 21:1-11 – Matthew tells us that all the people were asking of Jesus “who is this?” Those who had followed him knew he was the one of whom the prophets had spoken.
E. LUKE 2:25-32 – The prophecy of Simeon that Jews and Gentiles would all need this light.

F. ACTS 11:17-18 – Both Jews and Gentiles were offered and received the gift of salvation.

G. ISA. 11:2-3 – The prophet states the Spirit would rest upon him.

H. MATT. 3:16-17 – At his baptism the Spirit descended upon him as a dove.

I. LUKE 4:16-21 – Jesus was anointed with the Spirit in order to preach the gospel.

II. ATTRIBUTES OF HIS MINISTRY – It was a teaching ministry
A. DEUT. 18:15,18 – Moses prophecies about Jesus as the one the children of Israel should hear.

B. ACTS 3:20-22 – Peter affirms to the people that Jesus is the prophet spoken of by Moses.

C. MATT. 4:23-24 – The ministry of Jesus described.
D. MATT. 4:17 – After his baptism and temptations Jesus began to preach.

E. MARK 2:1-2 – Jesus preaches the word to them.

F. LUKE 8:1- Jesus is preaching.

G. JN. 3:1-2 – Jesus is recognized by Nicodemus as a teacher who came from God.

H. MATT. 26:55 – Jesus taught them daily in the temple.

III. WORKS OF HIS MINISTRY – 

A. ISA. 35:5-6, 42:7 – The prophet speaks of the works of the Messiah.

B. JN. 2:11 – Jesus turned water into wine and what was the result? His disciples believed.

C. JN. 7:31 – When the Messiah comes will he do more miracles than these?

D. JN. 11:47 – Even the Pharisees and members of the council could not deny the miracles.

E. JN. 12:37 – Not all who saw the miracles believed because they rejected the evidence.

F. MATT. 11:3-5 - John the Baptist ask, “Are you the coming one?”

G. ACTS 2:22 – Note what Peter testified about Jesus after his ascension. 

H. JN. 20:30-31 – Remember the ultimate purpose of miracles was to cause people to believe.
