WHY BELIEVE IN THE BIBLE

PSALM 119:160
INTRODUCTION – The bible is a wonderful book that is highly esteemed by many. It is a book like none other ever written. It has 66 books; 1600 years in completion; it was written by about 40 authors and yet it was written with harmony and continuity which is without comparison. I.E. – If I asked everyone here today to choose from among any sport your favorite athlete and why they are your favorite we would receive a wide range of differing opinions and viewpoints.

In the bible we see that God unveils the mystery of how mankind will be redeemed. The Bible is clear we must have faith to please God – HEB. 11:6 and it is also clear that our faith if the result of hearing the word of God – ROM. 10:17
The purpose of our lesson today is to help us properly view the bible as the word of God.

THE BIBLE AS THE WORD OF GOD – 

I. GOD’S WORD IS PURE – 

A. PSA. 12:6 – The word of the Lord is pure.

B. PROV. 30:5 – Every word of God is pure, not some where we can pick and choose what we like and discard the rest, but every word!

C. PSA. 119:140 – The Psalmist states that God’s word is very pure. How do we know the word of God is pure?

D. JAMES 3:17 – We know it is pure because it is from above. The message we have is a heavenly message it comes from God.
E. 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – It was written by men who were inspired by God. God breathed this message to them and they recorded it.

F. JN. 14:26,15:26,16:13 – The apostle John reveals how this process of inspiration where the Holy Spirit guides the apostles into all the truth will take place. They were not relying on their own human wisdom.

G. 2 PET. 1:20-21 – No prophecy of scripture is of any private interpretation. It did not originate with man!
II. GOD’S WORD IS RIGHT – 

A. PSA. 33:4 – The word of the Lord is right. It is always true
B. PSA. 19:8 – The statues of the Lord are right. They are always in our best interest and for our good. I.E. – EPH. 6:1-3 – Children obey your parents in the Lord honor your Father and Mother which is the first commandment with promise. God is teaching us what is right
C. PSA. 119:75 – The judgments of the Lord are right. They are always right! Can you say that about any individual that you know? Even the scientific facts revealed in the bible have been proven to be true only recently with the aid of modern science.
D. ISA. 40:22 – The roundness of the earth.

E. PSA. 8:8 – Currents or paths in the seas.

F. ISA. 7:14 – MATT. 1:20-25 - Even in the fulfillment of prophecy we see that God’s words are always right. They always come true.

III. GOD’S WORD IS PERFECT – 

A. PSA. 19:7-8 – God’s word is perfect and sure

B. PSA. 18:30 – God’s way is perfect and he reveals his way to us in his word.

C. JAMES 1:25 – We are instructed by the brother of the Lord to look into this perfect word and to be a doer of it.
D. JN. 8:31-32 – God’s word is what we as his disciples need to abide in so we can know, understand and apply this word of truth to our lives.

E. ACTS 2:36-41 – Those who gladly received the word received the forgiveness of their sins and the salvation made available to them thru Christ by God the Father.

F. PHIL. 2:16 – God’s word is perfect. Are we holding fast to it?  
G. PSA. 111:7-8 – God’s word is also perfect in the sense that it is sure. You can always depend on it to be true. It is reliable.
