WHY BELIEVE IN THE SECOND COMING

TITUS 1:2
INTRODUCTION – We have been considering some lessons recently about prophecy. We have seen in that study that all the prophecies revealed in the scriptures have come true. The one exception is the promise of God in regard to the 2nd Coming of his son Jesus, but it too will one day be fulfilled and proven to be true.  How Do I know?
READ TEXT – TITUS 1:2 – God who made this promise cannot lie!  Listen to Jesus.

MATT. 24:35 – “Heaven and earth will pass away but my word will by no means pass away.”
The purpose of our lesson today is to examine what the bible has to say about the 2nd Coming.

 WHY BELIEVE IN THE 2ND COMING?
I. HIS COMING IS PROMISED – 

A. JN. 14:1-3 – At the last supper just before his arrest and crucifixion Jesus comforts his disciples with the promise of his return.

B. ACTS 1:9-11 – Two angels (messengers of God) in white apparel appear at the ascension of Jesus and promise he will come back in the same manner he left.

C. ACTS 3:19-21 – Listen to what Peter preached in his second recorded sermon.

D. 1 THESS. 1:9-10, 2:19, 3:13 – Note what Paul wrote to the brethren at Thessalonica.

E. 2 TIM. 4:1-2 – Paul charged the young evangelist Timothy to preach the word.

F. HEB. 9:24-28 – The inspired writer of the Hebrew letter says Christ will appear the 2nd time without sin and for salvation.

II. THE PURPOSE OF HIS COMING – 

A. JN. 5:28-29 – The purpose of his 2nd coming is to raise the dead. Note this will be done at the one resurrection which includes both good and evil. This will occur at one time – “that hour.”
B. ACTS 24:15 – What did Paul teach? One resurrection of the dead both the just and unjust.

C. 1 COR. 15:50-54 – Those who are alive will be clothed with immortality and incorruption.

D. 1 COR. 15:22-26 – Jesus is coming back so he can deliver the kingdom back to God.

E. ACTS 17:30-31 – God has appointed a day in which he will judge the world in righteousness by Jesus Christ.

F. 2 COR. 5:10 – All will appear before the judgment seat of Christ. 

G. JN. 12:48 – The standard at judgment will be the word of God. 

H. 2 PET. 3:7 – The day the Lord returns will be a day of utter destruction.

I. 2 THESS. 1:9-10 – Those who do not know God and have not obeyed the gospel will be punished with everlasting destruction.

J. REV. 20:11-15 – Those whose names are not written in the Book of Life will be cast into the Lake of Fire.

III. IF YOU BELIEVE WHAT SHOULD YOU DO?
A. 1 THESS. 5:1-11 – Christ is coming as a thief in the night. Have you ever known a thief to give advance warning?

B.  JUDGMENT PARABLES 

a. MATT. 25:1-13 – 10 Virgins – VS. 13

b. MATT. 25:14-30 – 5-2-1 – Talents – VS. 19

c. MATT. 25:31-46 – Sheep and the Goats – VS. 41-46

C. HEB. 2:9-10 – The only way you can bring to glory to Christ when he returns is to be ready. Are you ready?
