ARE YOU A BUSY BODY?

1 CORINTHIANS 6:19-20 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – I have a very personal question to ask you today?  Are you a busy body?  Now before you answer you need to understand I am not talking about the one mentioned – 

2 THESS. 3:10-11 - For even when we were with you, we commanded you this: If anyone will not work, neither shall he eat. 11 For we hear that there are some who walk among you in a disorderly manner, not working at all, but are busybodies.
We are talking about the Christian who is busy using their body to do the will of the Lord  ROM. 12:1-2 – I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God. 

As Christians we need to realize that our bodies are to be busy in service to the Lord – 

1 COR. 6:19-20 - Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God's. 
ARE YOU A BUSY BODY?

1. BUSY EYES – 

A. JAMES 1:25 – Eyes that are busy looking into that perfect law of liberty - But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it, and is not a forgetful hearer but a doer of the work, this one will be blessed in what he does.  What do we look into?  TV., magazines, newspapers

B. 2 PET. 2:12-15 – Busy eyes full of adultery and sinful practices - But these, like natural brute beasts made to be caught and destroyed, speak evil of the things they do not understand, and will utterly perish in their own corruption, 13 and will receive the wages of unrighteousness, as those who count it pleasure to carouse in the daytime. They are spots and blemishes, carousing in their own deceptions while they feast with you, 14 having eyes full of adultery and that cannot cease from sin, beguiling unstable souls. They have a heart trained in covetous practices, and are accursed children.  People today become hooked on pornography because they have eyes of adultery.
2. BUSY EARS – 

A. MATT. 17:5 – Busy ears are tuned into every word of God - While he was still speaking, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them; and suddenly a voice came out of the cloud, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Hear Him!"  Jesus asks us a personal question in LUKE 6:46 – “But why do you call Me 'Lord, Lord,' and do not do the things which I say? Remember that Jesus said (MATT. 7:24) the wise men hears and does the will of the Lord.

B. 2 TIM. 4:3-4 - Many today have busy ears that would rather listen to lies than the truth - For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; 4 and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.
3. BUSY HANDS – 

A. EPH. 4:28 – Helping others who have needs - Let him who stole steal no longer, but rather let him labor, working with his hands what is good, that he may have something to give him who has need.  Remember the parable of the good Samaritan – LUKE 10:36-37 - So which of these three do you think was neighbor to him who fell among the thieves?" 37 And he said, "He who showed mercy on him." Then Jesus said to him, "Go and do likewise." 

B. REV. 9:20 – Hands that are busy building and serving idols of men - But the rest of mankind, who were not killed by these plagues, did not repent of the works of their hands, that they should not worship demons, and idols of gold, silver, brass, stone, and wood, which can neither see nor hear nor walk. Are hands will be busy?  Remember the golden calf
4. BUSY FEET – 

A. ROM 10:13-15 – Busy feet are always seeking those to proclaim or herald the gospel news of salvation - For "whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved."  14 How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? 15 And how shall they preach unless they are sent? As it is written: "How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the gospel of peace, Who bring glad tidings of good things!" Why are their feet beautiful because they are busy spreading the gospel – the good news to those lost in sin.  Paul speaks of it this way when talking about putting on the whole armor of God – EPH. 6:15 - and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace;
B. ISA. 59:7 – Busy feet that are running to commit evil barbaric acts - Their feet run to evil, And they make haste to shed innocent blood; Their thoughts are thoughts of iniquity; Wasting and destruction are in their paths. 
5. BUSY TONGUES – 
A. MARK 16:15-16 – How important is it for us to tell the story of Jesus to others?  And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.”  What if we were cured from some dreaded disease?  Would we share that information with others?

B. ROM. 3:10-14 – Tongues that are busy being used for evil purposes - "There is none righteous, no, not one;  11 There is none who understands; 
There is none who seeks after God.  12 They have all turned aside; They 
have together become unprofitable; There is none who does good, no, not one."  13 "Their throat is an open tomb; With their tongues they have practiced deceit"; "The poison of asps is under their lips";  14 "Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness." 
6. BUSY HEART – 

A. PHIL. 4:6-8 – A busy heart will be filled with godly thinking - Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are noble, whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever things are of good report, if there is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy--meditate on these things.  Jesus taught us a good heart will bring forth good treasure (MATT. 12:35)

B. MATT. 15:18-19- Some hearts are busy meditating on sinful actions - But those things which proceed out of the mouth come from the heart, and they defile a man. 19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies
CONCLUSION – 

Righteous men will be busy using their body to magnify Christ just as Paul did – PHIL. 1:20-21 - according to my earnest expectation and hope that in nothing I shall be ashamed, but with all boldness, as always, so now also Christ will be magnified in my body, whether by life or by death. 21 For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain
Those who magnify Christ in their body while on earth will receive a new and glorious body - PHIL. 3:20-21 - For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, 21 who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body, according to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself.  
The wicked will use their body for violence and evil - PROV. 6:12-15 - A worthless person, a wicked man, Walks with a perverse mouth; 13 He winks with his eyes, He shuffles his feet, He points with his fingers; 14 Perversity is in his heart, He devises evil continually, He sows discord. 15 Therefore his calamity shall come suddenly; Suddenly he shall be broken without remedy. 

As a result of their sinful life they will be cast into hell fire – MATT. 10:28 - And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell. 
Am I giving my body as a living sacrifice to God? ROM. 12:1-2 - I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.
