ATTITUDE TOWARD GOD’S WORD

PSALMS 119:129-131 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – Notice the attitude of the psalmist toward the word of God.  What is our attitude toward the scripture?  Our attitude toward the word of God will determine how we handle the truth.  If we have an improper attitude we will ignore or pervert the word of God.  If we truly have the right attitude toward the word of God we will be obedient to it and as a result be stronger as Christians.  In order for us glorify Christ and the church he purchased with his blood we must have the right attitude toward the word of God.

1. JUST WHAT IS THE WORD OF GOD – that we should have the right attitude toward it?

a. 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – It is not the message of men but the message from God to us so that we can be perfect (complete) in the eyes of God.  It is God’s revelation of truth to us.

b. JN. 16:13-15 – The Holy Spirit guided the apostles into all the truth.  How did he do that?  By revealing the teachings of Christ that he had received from the Father.  

c. 2 PET. 1:19-21 – Explains how we got the scriptures, they are not just the stories of some ordinary average men.

d. GAL. 1:11-12 – Notice how Paul defended the truth he taught the Galatians.

2. DESCRIPTIONS OF THE WORD OF GOD – 

a. LUKE 8:5-11 – The seed in the parable is the word of God.

b. ROM. 1:16 – It is referred to as the gospel.of Christ. – GAL. 1:6-9
c. JN. 17:17 – “thy word is truth” – JN. 8:32 – 1 PET. 1:22
d. JUDE 3 – It is spoken of as “the faith” – COL. 1:23
e. MATT. 7:28-29 – Doctrine of Christ – 2 JN. 9
f. ACTS 2:42 – Apostles doctrine – Notice all these descriptions are singular, let’s notice the doctrines that are spoken of in the plural sense in the Bible.

i. MATT. 15:9 – COL. 2:20-22 – Doctrines of men.

ii. 1 TIM. 4:1 – Doctrines of devils.

iii. HEB. 13:8-9 – Strange doctrines.

3. OUR ATTITUDE TOWARD THE WORD OF GOD – 

a. 1 COR. 15:58 – Continue steadfastly in it – I.E. – the first century Christians – ACTS 2:42
i. Steadfastly read it – EPH. 3:3-5
ii. Steadfastly heed and follow it – 1 THESS. 4:1-2
iii. Steadfastly meditate on it – PSA. 1:1-2
b. JN. 12:48 – We must determine to accept the word of God not reject it.  Do you have the attitude of acceptance?

c. REV. 22:18-19 – Must accept it as authoritative or be willing to suffer the consequences.

d. 2 PET. 1:3-4 – We must have the attitude that God’s word provides me everything that is needed for the life of a Christian.

e. ACTS 20:32 – Only the word of God can build us up so we are prepared for the inheritance that is promised to us. – 2 PET. 3:18 – We need to always have the attitude of growing in Christ.

CONCLUSION – What is our attitude toward the word of God?  Is it what it should be?  Do we find ourselves in constant conflict with what we think, feel, or like to do and the word of God?

If so we need to change our attitude today – Solomon the wise man of old said in ECCL. 12:13 – “Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God and keep his commandments; for this is the whole duty of man.”
We are easily distracted and sometimes get off on tangents why we should not follow the inspired advice of God, but as years go by you will see that the inspired word of God always rings true.  The creator most assuredly knows what is best for his creation.
