ATTITUDE TOWARD SIN

1 JOHN 1:8 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – There is no one subject that impacts the life of a Christian more than sin.  In order for the Christian to remain faithful unto God, we must recognize the proper attitude we must have toward sin.

THE PROPER ATTIUTDE TOWARD SIN:

1. THE PROPER ATTITUDE IN COVERING SIN – 

a. PROV. 28:13 – There is a right and wrong way to cover our sins.

b. PSA. 32:1 – In order for our sins to be covered we must submit to God.

c. NUM. 32:23 – We are not to try to hide our sin.  Our sins will find us out.

d. 1 JN. 1:8-10 – Do not deny that they exist instead confess them.

e. ACTS 8:18-22 – If we sin we must have the attitude to repent of our sins.

f. PROV. 28:13 – Forsake them.

2. THE PROPER ATTITUDE TOWARD THE CONSEQUENCE OF SIN – 

a. ISA. 59:1-2 – Separates from God. 

b. EPH. 2:1-6 – Causes spiritual death.

c. 1 PET. 2:10 – Separates us from the mercy of God.

d. 2 THESS. 1:7-9 – Sin brings vengeance.

e. JN. 8:21- Cause us to miss heaven.

f. ROM. 6:23 – Sin pays double time – Physical and spiritual death is the result of sin.  The second death is spoken of in REV. 21:8 
g. MATT. 25:46 – Eternal punishment for sin.

3. THE PROPER ATTITUDE TOWARD THE PUNISHMENT OF THOSE WHO DIE IN SIN –

a. ROM. 3:22-26 – That it is just. because  - JN. 3:16 
b. MATT. 10:28 – We must have the proper respect for the one who can destroy both body and soul in hell.

c. ROM. 2:6-11 – God is not a respecter of persons.

d. REV. 20:10-15 – Eternal punishment awaits those who lived in sin and as a result their name is not in the book of life.

e. 2 COR. 5:10-11 – Recognizing the punishment that awaits sinners we should do all that is in our power to bring as many as possible to obey the gospel.

CONCLUSION – We need to fully understand the power to overcome sin is in the gospel message about Jesus Christ – ROM. 1:16 – It is the power of God to save.  We must never minimize sin in our lives – ROM. 12:9; 1 THESS. 5:22.
