BEWARE – IT COULD HAPPEN TO YOU

HEBREWS 1:1-2 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION - 
In the society in which we live today men are not concerned about listening to Jesus, after all they have their favorite spiritual leader and more times than not it is a man.  Example of inviting a man at work to services and he said he would have to consult with his pastor first to see if it was OK.  

We say, “that could never happen to me,” but often times it does even in the church today.  Men will cease to listen to Christ because of loyalty to a man.

Peter had the opportunity to allow the Gentiles place him above Christ – ACTS 10:24-26 – Peter said he too was just a man.  We must hear the words of Jesus – MATT. 17:5 - and express the proper love for Christ and what he teaches us in his word.

BEWARE IT COULD HAPPEN TO YOU AND ME:

1. APOSTASY – It can occur.

a. HEB. 2:1- We could let them slip. If we do we are neglecting this great salvation.

b. ACTS 20:28-32 – Paul warned the elders that from among them men would arise and speak perverse things – that which is contrary to truth.  Notice what he recommended them to.

c. TITUS 1:9-14 – Paul gives the cure for apostasy.

2. HARDEN OUR HEART – It can happen to the point that I prefer sin.

a. HEB. 3:8-13 – God warns us to not make the same mistake as the children of Israel.

b. 1 KINGS 12:3-11 – Sometimes we are just as hard headed as Rehoboam

c. HEB. 3:14-19 – Note the end result of a hardened heart is unbelief and the consequence of unbelief is to high a price to pay.

3. NEVER REACH MATURITY – How is the only way for a baby to not grow physically.   To not eat properly.

a. HEB. 5:11-14 – As time goes by we should grow.  How did I become a babe in Christ?  Someone taught me the truth and I studied the evidence presented from the scriptures.  

b. 2 TIM. 2:15 – I must continue to study, continue to obey the truth and keep the goal of going to heaven ever before me.

c. PHIL. 3:15-17 – By walking after the same rule and being of the same mind. – 

d. JN. 14:6 – Jesus is the truth and the way to eternal life.

4. TAKE OUR EYES OFF CHRIST – Become weighted down and not focus on the goal of heaven.

a. HEB. 12:1-3 – We need to lay aside every weight.

b. HEB. 6:9-12 – We must be careful to not forget the work we have to do.

c. 1 TIM. 3:15 – The work is spiritual in nature.

5. LOSE OUR CONFIDENCE – Cast it aside and become full of doubt.

a. HEB. 10:35-39 – Do not draw back.

b. JAMES 1:5-8 – Do not waver.

c. 1 COR. 10:12 – Keep our confidence in God.

d. 2 TIM. 4:10 – How many have gone back into the world, because they would not place their confidence in God.

CONCLUSION – Do not crucify the Son of God afresh and put Him to an open shame.  Rather trust Him and His word.  Jesus says, MATT. 11:28-30 – Come unto me all ye that labor and are heavy laden
