CHOICES WE MUST MAKE- 2
DEUTERONOMY 30:15-20; JOSHUA 24:15
INTRODUCTION – We all make choices each and every day of our lives. Life is filled with occasions wherein we must make choices.  Choices can often have a lifetime impact on us and on those whom we love.

Many of the choices we make are spiritual and eternal in nature.  The options of these choices will have an eternal impact on our destiny and the destiny of those whom we love.  The purpose of the lesson today is to look at some of the choices we must make in this life that can affect our status in eternity.

CHOICES WE MUST MAKE:

I. FOUNDATION – ROCK OR SAND
A. MATT. 7:24-25 – Do you make the wise choice?  Only one foundation stands.  On which foundation are you standing today?  Are you standing on the rock?

B. MATT. 7:26-27 – What choice did the foolish man make?  He heard the sayings of Christ and refused to do them.  This foundation falls because it is not established on the rock.

C. 1 COR. 10:4 – Our spiritual rock is Christ if we are wise.

II. ACTIONS  - OBEDIENCE OR DISOBEDIENCE
A. ROM. 6:16-17 – Paul clearly states the choice the Romans have to make?  It is the same decision we have today – obedience or disobedience.

B. TITUS 1:15-16 – Paul instructs Titus that we will have to make a decision.  Do we choose to be pure or defiled?

C. ROM. 2:6-11 – We can make any choice that we desire, but we must understand there are consequences for disobedience.

D. HEB. 5:9 – Jesus will be the author of salvation to all those who choose to obey him

III. HOW WE WILL DIE – IN THE LORD OR IN SIN
A. REV. 14:13 – Who is blessed in death?  Those who are united with Christ.  If you were to die today are you living a life that the Lord would recognize as faithful.

B. ECCL. 12:6-7, 13 – The wise man suggests we remember our Creator and fear God and keep his commandments.  What are you choosing to do?

C. ISA. 59:1-2 – If we choose to live in sin then we are separated from God and his mercy.  Do we really want to be separated from the favor of God?

D. ROM. 6:23 – The choice is the wages of sin or the gift of God which is eternal life.

IV. OUR ETERNAL DESTINATION – HEAVEN OR HELL
A. MATT. 25:46 – Will you be on the right or the left? Will you be with the sheep or the goats? The choice is yours and yours alone!!!

B. 2 THESS. 1:8-9 – The punishment will be everlasting destruction.  If you choose to not obey the gospel.

C. 2 TIM. 4:7-8 – The reward will be eternal life.

CONCLUSION – 

What choices do you make? You can choose life or death. Choose life!!!
