CHOICES WE MUST MAKE
DEUTERONOMY 30:15-20; JOSHUA 24:15
INTRODUCTION – We all make choices each and every day of our lives. Life is filled with occasions wherein we must make choices.  Choices can often have a lifetime impact on us and on those whom we love.

Many of the choices we make are spiritual and eternal in nature.  The options of these choices will have an eternal impact on our destiny and the destiny of those whom we love.  The purpose of the lesson today is to look at some of the choices we must make in this life that can affect our status in eternity.
CHOICES WE MUST MAKE:

I. FAITH OR OPINION – 

A. ROM. 10:17 – Do you choose a system of faith or do you think your opinion is as important as the truth of God revealed in the gospel.

B. 2 COR. 5:7 – We are instructed to walk by faith not by our sight – by the way we see things.

C. PHIL. 1:27 – How is our conduct governed?

D. PROV. 14:12 – Do we allow our opinion and how we feel about something to control us.
E. ISA. 55:8-9 – Our thoughts cannot compare to God’s thoughts.

II. AUTHORITY – DIVINE OR HUMAN
A. LUKE 9:23 – How do you follow?  If we claim to follow Jesus we must heed his authority.  I.E. - Jesus says believe and be baptized, man states all we need to do is say the sinners prayer.
B. MATT. 21:23-27 – Authority is from either heaven or men no other choice.  The choice is to whom you will submit.  Man’s way or God’s way.
C. COL. 3:17 – We must decide if we will do things in the name of the Lord – by his authority.  We must do what he says!!!  I.E. -  Lord’s Supper -  This do in remembrance of me.  The disciples came together on the first day of the week to break bread.
D. REV. 22:18-19 – We must not act on the silence of God’s word.  I.E. – God said sing.  Some would proclaim but he did not say we could not use an instrument.
E. ACTS 5:27-29 – Example of choices made by apostles in regard to heeding the authority of men or God.  The apostles made the right choice, what about us?
III. OUR RULER – GOD OR SATAN
A. MATT. 6:24 – This is the only choice.  We cannot serve two masters. No straddling the proverbial fence.
B. 1 TIM. 6:15 – Jesus is the only King of Kings and blessed Potentate.  Who do you choose to serve?
C. JN. 8:44 – If you choose Satan you will seek to please him by the life you live.

D. EPH. 6:11-12 – If you want to take a stand against the Devil you must put on the whole armor of God.  Have you made this choice yet? Do you try to stand against the devil without any spiritual armor?
IV. THE ROAD TO TRAVEL – NARROW OR BROAD
A. MATT. 7:13 – Choose the broad way and it will lead to destruction.  This is the easy choice.  In most decisions people are willing to follow the majority because it is easier to go along with the crowd than to buck the system.
B. MATT. 7:14 – Choose the narrow way and it leads to life.  The best things in life are not achieved without diligence and sacrifice.
