CRUCIFIXION DAY
1 CORINTHIANS 2:1-2 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – It was the determination of the apostle Paul to preach Jesus Christ and him crucified.  The fact that man is saved by grace is clearly stated in the bible – EPH. 2:8-9 - For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, 9 not of works, lest anyone should boast 

Grace has often been called God’s Riches At Christ Expense – God displayed his love toward us thru his son.

JN. 3:16 - For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.  
We are saved by the mercy of God – TITUS 3:3-6 - For we ourselves were also once foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving various lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful and hating one another. 4 But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward man appeared, 5 not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit, 6 whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior
Christ went to the cross so all men could be saved - 1 TIM. 2:3-4 - For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4 who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.
THE CRUCIFIXION DAY WAS THE MOST COLORFUL DAY IN HISTORY:

1. YELLOW DAY – 

A. MATT. 26:21-25 – Judas betrayed Christ

B. MATT. 26:47-50 – One of his apostles betrayed him

C. MATT. 26:69-75 – Peter denied he knew Christ

D. MATT. 26:55-56 – Not just Judas and Peter but all the disciples fled

2. GREEN DAY – You have heard the expression “green with envy”

A. MARK 15:6-11 – Jesus was delivered up because of envy - Now at the feast he was accustomed to releasing one prisoner to them, whomever they requested. 7 And there was one named Barabbas, who was chained with his fellow rebels; they had committed murder in the rebellion. 8 Then the multitude, crying aloud, began to ask him to do just as he had always done for them. 9 But Pilate answered them, saying, "Do you want me to release to you the King of the Jews?" 10 For he knew that the chief priests had handed Him over because of envy. 11 But the chief priests stirred up the crowd, so that he should rather release Barabbas to them.
B. MATT. 27:24-26 – Pilate gave the Jews the go ahead (the green light) to kill Jesus - When Pilate saw that he could not prevail at all, but rather that a tumult was rising, he took water and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, "I am innocent of the blood of this just Person. You see to it." 25 And all the people answered and said, "His blood be on us and on our children." 26 Then he released Barabbas to them; and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified. 

C. PROV. 27:4 – Envy is described - Wrath is cruel, and anger is outrageous; but who is able to stand before envy?
3. BROWN DAY – 

A. MARK 14:32-36 – Christ was in the garden of Gethsemane and humbled himself to the ground - Then they came to a place which was named Gethsemane; and He said to His disciples, "Sit here while I pray." 33 And He took Peter, James, and John with Him, and He began to be troubled and deeply distressed. 34 Then He said to them, "My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even to death. Stay here and watch." 35 He went a little farther, and fell on the ground, and prayed that if it were possible, the hour might pass from Him. 36 And He said, "Abba, Father, all things are possible for You. Take this cup away from Me; nevertheless, not what I will, but what You will." - Christ humbled himself to the ground which we normally think of as brown he came from heaven and was willing to get his hands and face dirty.

B. MATT. 21:28-30 – You have to work in the vineyard to bring forth the harvest – Christ did the dirty work at Calvary.

4. PURPLE DAY – 

A. MARK 15:16-20 – Jesus was mocked by the Jews - Then the soldiers led Him away into the hall called Praetorium, and they called together the whole garrison. 17 And they clothed Him with purple; and they twisted a crown of thorns, put it on His head, 18 and began to salute Him, "Hail, King of the Jews!" 19 Then they struck Him on the head with a reed and spat on Him; and bowing the knee, they worshiped Him. 20 And when they had mocked Him, they took the purple off Him, put His own clothes on Him, and led Him out to crucify Him.
5. BLUE DAY – 

A. ISA. 53:3-6 – Christ was bruised for our iniquities  and wounded for our transgressions – He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him. 4 Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted. 5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed. 6 All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all.
B. JOHN 19:25 – Mary the mother of Jesus must have been blue when she saw him bloodied and battered - Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother, and His mother's sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, "Woman, behold your son!"    

C. MATT. 27:46 – Jesus felt lonely and blue on the cross - And about the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, "Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?" that is, "My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?" 
6. BLACK DAY – 

A. HEB. 2:9 – It was a black day because Jesus took the sins of the world upon himself – he tasted death for every man - But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that He, by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone. 

B. 2 COR. 5:21 - For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him. It looked like the devil had won a great victory, but it was not to be so.
7. RED DAY – 

A. ISA. 53:7-8 – Christ stopped Satan (red light) by shedding his precious blood - He was oppressed and He was afflicted, Yet He opened not His mouth; He was led as a lamb to the slaughter, And as a sheep before its shearers is silent, So He opened not His mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment, And who will declare His generation? For He was cut off from the land of the living; For the transgressions of My people He was stricken.
B. 1 PET. 1:18-19 – We were redeemed by the precious blood of Christ - knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.
C. LUKE 22:20 – The cup of the Lord’s supper is symbolic of the blood of Christ - Likewise He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is shed for you. 
D. ACTS 20:28 – The church was purchased with his blood - Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.
E. REV. 12:10-11 – those who overcome do so by the power of the blood of Christ - Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, "Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast down. 11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death.
8. WHITE DAY – 

A. ISA. 1:18 – Our sins were made as white as snow - "Come now, and let us reason together," Says the LORD, "Though your sins are like scarlet, They shall be as white as snow; Though they are red like crimson, They shall be as wool.
B. JN. 1:29 – Jesus was the Lamb of God to be sacrificed for the sins of the world - The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, "Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!
CONCLUSION – The crucifixion day was indeed a colorful day..  When we obey the gospel we crucify our old man – GAL. 2:20 - I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me
ROM. 6:3-6 - Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? 4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 5 For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection, 6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 

HEB. 6:4-6 – When we fall away we crucify the Son of God afresh - For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted the heavenly gift, and have become partakers of the Holy Spirit, 5 and have tasted the good word of God and the powers of the age to come, 6 if they fall away, to renew them again to repentance, since they crucify again for themselves the Son of God, and put Him to an open shame. 

Every person who ever lived had a part in the crucifixion of Christ!!!
