ETERNAL PRINCIPLES OF GENESIS ONE
GENESIS 1:1-31 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – 
When we reflect on the first chapter of the Bible – GEN. 1:1-31 – we immediately think of the creation account given to us by the inspiration of God.  This first chapter of the Bible while giving the day by day account of creation also gives us 10 divine principles or eternal truths that governs all of God’s glorious creation.

God is the one who began time as we know it according to GEN. 1:1 - In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

JN. 6:44 – Jesus says there will be a last day - No one can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me draws him; and I will raise him up at the last day.
Christ whom we serve as King is a God of past, present, and future – REV. 1:8 - I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End," says the Lord, "who is and who was and who is to come, the Almighty." 
Christ is aware of all our words and deeds and he will judge us – 2 COR. 5:10-11 - For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive the things done in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad. 11 Knowing, therefore, the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; but we are well known to God, and I also trust are well known in your consciences. 
Being aware of the knowledge of Christ let’s consider the 10 divine principles of Genesis chapter one.
TEN ETERNAL PRINCIPLES:
I. DIVINE AUTHORITY – AND GOD SAID - VS. 3, 6, 9, 11, 14, 20, 24, 26, 29 

A. HEB. 1:1-3 - God says he speaks to us thru his Son the one who spoke the world into existence.  We need to listen to his powerful message.

B. HEB. 12:1-3 – We need to not only listen to him we need to look to him for our example.

C. MATT. 28:18-20 – Jesus said we need to go teach.   God said this to you and me are we listening to the one who said, “Let there be light and there was light.”
D. MARK 9:2-7 – This is my beloved Son in whom I am well pleased, “Hear him.”  Do we heed the words of Jesus?  Is he our Lord?
II. DIVINE PERCEPTION – AND GOD SAW – VS. 4, 10, 12, 18, 21, 25, 31

A. ACTS 2:22-24 – We just as those who saw Christ should be able to perceive that he is the Son of God by the signs, wonders, and miracles he performed

B. JN. 20:30-31 – We must be able to believe and perceive that Jesus Christ is the Son of God when we look at the evidence.
C. ACTS 10:34-35 – Peter perceived that it is God’s desire for all men to be saved. 
III. DIVINE IDENTITY – AND GOD CALLED – VS. 5, 8, 10

A. MATT. 16:18 – God gave divine identity to the church he promised to build.  It is the church of Christ!!!
B. ROM. 1:16 – God gave us the gospel that would have the power to save our souls.  Only the gospel has this power.
C. ACTS 11:26 – Divine identity of his disciples – Christian.

D. ACTS 26:27-28 – Agrippa was almost persuaded to become a Christian.

IV. DIVINE SEPARATION – AND GOD DIVIDED – VS. 4

A. JN. 8:12 – Jesus is the Light of the world.

B. JN. 8:44 – Devil is the father of lies.

C. MATT. 6:24- We cannot serve two masters.

D. EPH. 5:8-11 – We cannot walk in darkness and light, so walk as children of light.

E. 2 COR. 6:14-18 – We must come out and be separate.

V. DIVINE ASSURANCE – AND IT WAS SO – VS. 7, 11, 15, 24, 30

A. JN. 3:16 – We do not have to perish.  God keeps his promises

B. ACTS 17:30-31 – We have assurance of God’s promise being true because he kept his promise and raised Christ from the dead.

C. ROM. 6:23 – We are also assured if we remain in sin we will receive its wages, but we can have the assurance of the gift of eternal life.
D. 2 TIM. 4:6-8 – Paul assures us we can obtain the reward of eternal life also.

E. 1 TIM. 6:12 – Paul instructs Timothy to lay hold on eternal life.

VI. DIVINE REPRODUCTION – AFTER HIS KIND – VS. 11, 21, 24

A. LUKE 8:11 – The seed the word of God only produces Christians. 

B. ACTS 11:26 – The disciples were called Christians first in Antioch. How did they become Christians?

C. GAL. 3:26-27 – Baptized into Christ because that is where salvation resides.

D. ACTS 2:47 – The Lord adds only those who are saved to his church he promised to build.

E. ROM. 16:16 – The church that belongs to Christ does not produce denominations.

F. ACTS 26:28 – No freaks or mutants. Paul almost persuaded Agrippa to be a Christian, not a Baptist or Methodist or Catholic or Mormon.
VII. DIVINE JOINING – AND GOD BLESSED THEM – VS. 28

A. GEN. 1:27-28 – God created the divine institution of marriage.

B. GEN. 2:21-22 – God made Eve for Adam and from Adam.

C. LEV. 18:20-24 – this eliminates man with man or woman with woman or man or woman with beast.

D. MATT. 19:4-6 – Homosexuality, lesbianism, fornication and adultery all are sin because they are sinful and evil and they separate what God has joined together. 
VIII. DIVINE LIKENESS – IN HIS OWN IMAGE – VS. 26-27 

A. GAL. 2:20 – Can others see Christ living in me?

B. EPH. 4:20-24 – Christians must put on the new man created according to God in righteousness and holiness.  Do we put on the new man daily?

C. COL. 3:9-10 – Renewed in knowledge according to the image of him
IX. DIVINE REGULATION – LET THERE BE – VS. 3, 6, 14

A. 1 JN. 1:3-7 – We must walk in the light to enjoy fellowship with God and our brethren.

B. JN. 8:31-32 – We must continue in the word of truth.

C. 1 THESS. 2:13 – We must receive it as the word of truth not the word of men.

D. MATT. 15:8-9 – Cannot abide in the doctrines and teachings of men.  These are forbidden by Christ.
X. DIVINE PERFECTION – AND IT WAS VERY GOOD – VS. 31

A. HEB. 4:15 – We have the perfect Savoir.

B. 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – We have the perfect word.

C. 1 JN. 2:1-2 – We have the perfect advocate – Jesus Christ the righteous.

D. 1 JN. 4:18-19 – We have the perfect love of God so there is no reason to fear.

CONCLUSION – 

In the very beginning God gave us these ten eternal and everlasting principles for all of his creation.

Do we recognize the principles of God in our life or do we ignore them?

God from the beginning of time has laid out his principles by which he desires for his creation to guide their lives.
