GREAT BIBLE TRUTHS

JOHN 17:17 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The word of God is truth and it contains many truths, which we need to apply to our lives so we can gain the spiritual benefits, and blessings God desires for us in our lives.  We want to study some of those truths today.

GREAT BIBLE TRUTHS:

1. LIFE IS SHORT – 

a. JAMES 4:14 – James tells us life is as a vapor that appears a little while and then vanishes away – I. E. – Morning fog – Raising of a child.

b. PSA. 90:1-10 – Life is as grass that grows in the morning and is cut down in the afternoon, life is soon cut off even if we live to 80 years.

c. 1 PET. 1:24 – How long does grass stay green?  How long does the bloom and flower of the rose last?

d. JOB 14:1 – Man lives just a few days and those days are full of trouble and the quality of a man’s life is often determined by how he deals with those problems.

2. DEATH IS CERTAIN – 

a. HEB. 9:27 – It is appointed for all men to die, death is a part of life.

b. AMOS 4:12 – Amos told Israel to prepare to meet their God and really that is what life is all about for the Christian it is time for us to prepare to meet God.  That is why God gives us his word to inform us and guide us in that preparation.

c. PSA. 90:12 – We need to understand the brevity of life.

d. PSA. 39:4 – I.E. – J.D. Mosely – Preaching Sunday morning and had a stroke that afternoon.

e. PSA. 116:15 – Are we living in such a way that God recognizes us as his saints?

3. JUDGMENT IS SURE – 

a. ECCL. 12:13-14 – Every work of man will come into judgment.

b. 2 COR. 5:10 – We will receive the things done in this body whether it be good or bad.

c. ROM. 2:3-11 – God is no respecter of persons He will render to every man according to his deeds.

d. HEB. 10:35-39 – We can approach the judgment with confidence if we have lived by faith.

4. SIN IS A REALITY – 

a. ROM. 3:23 – All have sinned, we are all touched and affected by sin in our lives.

b. What is sin?

i. 1 JN. 3:4 – Sin is transgression of the law.

ii. JAMES 4:17 – Sin is a failure to do good.

iii. 1 JN. 5:17 – All unrighteousness is sin.

iv. ROM. 14:23 – Whatsoever is not of faith is sin.

c. 1 JN. 1:8 – If we say we have no sin we deceive ourselves.

d. ROM. 6:23 – Consequences of sin. – ISA. 59:1-2 – Sin separates us from God.

5. CHRIST IS THE ANSWER – 

a. JN. 14:6 – Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life…”
b. ACTS 4:12- “Neither is there salvation in any other….”
c. 2 TIM. 2:10 – “Therefore I endure all things for the elects sake that they may also obtain the salvation that is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory.”
d. GAL. 3:26-27 – How do I get into Christ?  “For we are all children of God by faith in Christ Jesus…”
e. ROM. 8:38-39 – In Christ we have shelter from the storms of life and the benefits of all spiritual blessings.

f. In order to receive the benefits we must obey Christ – 

i. MATT. 7:21 – “Not everyone that saith unto me Lord, lord shall enter into the kingdom of heaven.”
ii. LUKE 6:46 – “And why call ye me Lord, Lord and do not the things which I say?
iii. 2 THESS. 1:7-10 – Note what happens to those who do not obey.

iv. HEB. 5:8-9 – “Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; and being made perfect he became the author of eternal salvation to all those who obey him.”
g. After obeying Him we must abide in Him – 

i. JN. 8:31-32 – “…If ye continue in my word then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall know the truth and the truth shall set you free.”
ii. JN. 15:3-8 – We can only bear fruit when we abide in Christ.

CONCLUSION – In this lesson we have considered 5 great Bible truths – Life is short, death is certain, judgment is sure, sin is a reality, and Christ is the answer or solution to sin in our lives.  If you have been trying to understand the meaning of life but you are coming up with answers that just do not make sense then try living for Christ.  You can begin doing that today.
