GOD PLEASING MOTHERS

HEBREWS 11:6 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – You might ask the question, “How do I become a God pleasing mother?”  The answer is simply stated in God’s word  - HEB. 11:6 - You must live a life of faith diligently seeking God and serving Him – EPH. 5:15-17 – Mothers how are you walking, do you redeem the time, do you understand the will of the Lord?

In order for anyone to please God we must put him first – MATT. 6:33 – It is sad to say but many mothers do not put God first in their lives

GOD PLEASING MOTHERS:    

1. ARE WOMEN OF PRAYER – 

a. 1 SAM. 1:9-16 – Hanna was God pleasing and she prayed internally for his will to be done.

b. God pleasing mothers today must do the same – MATT. 6:6 -  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.
c. Mothers what are the meditations of your hearts – PSA. 19:14 - The thoughts of mothers today are often about the material things of this world 

i. More money – if my husband made more money

ii. More clothes

iii. More furniture

iv. Bigger house

v. Better car 

vi. Remember God knows what we are thinking about – Mothers, what is your priority for your children?

d. Hanna kept her vow to God – vs. 11, 1 SAM. 1:24-28 – She kept her promise to God – To many mothers not keeping their promise today
i. Promise to be faithful to your husband – marriage vows

ii. Promise to be faithful to Christ – Confession 

iii. Promise to raise your children in the nurture and admonition of the Lord

2. ARE SPIRITUAL GUIDES – 

a. 2 TIM. 1:3-5 – Notice the influence of godly mothers –their unfeigned faith now resides in Timothy.  How did Timothy gain this faith in God?

b. 2 TIM. 3:14-15 – His mother Eunice taught him the scriptures from when he was a child.

c. 1 TIM. 5:14 – Many things are included in guiding the house but the most important is the spiritual guidance only a mother can give her child.

d. ACTS 16:1 – This might be a blow to the male ego but the mother has the closest bond on earth to her child and therefore has the strongest influence whether it Be for good or evil.

3. DEMAND OBEDIENCE FROM THEIR CHILDREN – 

a. PROV. 1:8-9 – Mothers must be enforcers of the rules – be consistent – be fair but firm, not wait till your father gets home.

b. EPH. 6:1 – Will children just naturally obey their parents?  No, they must be taught to obey.  How do you do that?  The same way God teaches us by consequences and punishment – I.E. – child colors on the wall of his room at school – two options for the teacher consequences or punishment.

c. PROV. 29:15,17 – Children must be disciplined, if not they will be shame to their mother

4. WILL COUNTERACT EVIL – 

a. 2 CHRON. 29:1-2 – Abijah, Hezekiah’s mother had a godly influence over her son who became king

b. 2 CHRON. 28:1-4;21-27 – Ahaz was a wicked and idolatrous king.  Mothers if your husbands are not Christians the role you play in your children’s lives will determine their eternal dwelling place.  Mothers, do not let people tell you that because you stay at home to raise your children that your job is not important.

c. 2 KINGS 18:1-6 – Mothers what kind of job are you doing? Are you like Abijah?  

5. IS A VIRTUOUS WOMAN – 

a. PROV. 31:10-31 – God’s description of a virtuous woman, this is an example of a mother who serves God diligently.

b. RUTH 3:11 – Why was Ruth a virtuous woman?  Remember all she had done for Naomi - She was the mother of Obed, who was the grandfather of David

CONCLUSION – If you remember when we studied about God fearing fathers we asked the question “Fathers are we getting the job done?”  Today we pose that same question to the mothers, “Are you a God pleasing mother are you getting the job done?  If not repent and begin today being the virtuous woman God intends for you to be.  If you are here today and not a Christian there is no way you can be the mother, father or child that you should be if God is not first in your life.  Put him first today by obeying the gospel!
