HOME - ANCIENT WISDOM FOR MODERN YOUTH

DANIEL 7:13 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – There are many who seek counsel for the youth of today, but oftentimes it is not the counsel of God they receive.  In our study today we want to consider the ancient counsel of the true and living God.  We want to listen to the ancient wisdom for modern youth given to us freely in the word of God.

MATT. 7:24-27 – We can use the teachings of Christ to serve as a contrast between young people of today.  

a. Foolish man – which built his house upon the sand, heard the teachings of Christ and refused to do them.  He is the one who the scriptures describe as a scorner – one who despises, laughs at, or makes mockery of others who seek the truth.

b. Wise man – which built his house upon the rock, heard the teachings of Christ and cheerfully obeys them.  God in the book of Proverbs compares these two types of young men.

1.  SCORNER DESPISES WISDOM – 

a. PROV. 1:7 – Fools despise wisdom and instructions.  Listen to your parents, grand parents, teachers.  Heed their instruction.

b. PROV. 29:8 – Example of Rehoboam, he would not take the advice of the older wiser men.

2. SCORNER IS UNGRATEFUL – 

a. PROV. 15:12 – The scorner is ungrateful for help. Learn to take constructive criticism, you cannot improve if you do not correct your mistakes

3. SCORNER IS USUALLY A BIG MOUTH – 

a. PROV. 21:23-24 – The scorner is a big mouth who cannot control his tongue, don’t be proud boastful and arrogant. – PROV. 16:18

b. PROV. 24:9 – The scornful is an abomination – loathsome or detestable.

4. SCORNER INSITES REBELLION – 

a. PROV. 22:10 – The scorner is always involved in contention and strife. He has a rebellious spirit and attitude.
b. PROV. 17:11 – Rebellion is for the evil.
5. SCORNER REFUSES CORRECTION – 

a. PROV. 9:7-8 – The scorner not only refuses instruction and cannot take constructive criticism he also hates the one who reproves him.

b. PROV. 29:1-2 – Destruction awaits those who will not be reproved.

6. SCORNER DESERVES PUNISHMENT – 

a. PROV. 19:28-29 – Judgment is coming for the scorner.

b. PROV. 6:12-15 – The results of a scorners life are calamity. – PROV. 1:22-33
Now let’s contrast the young scorner to the wise young builder:

1. SEEKS AFTER WISDOM – 

a. PROV. 4:1-7 – Hear the instruction implies you will apply it to your life.

b. PROV. 8:32-36 – Keep the ways of the Lord.

c. PROV. 1:1-6– We need to study meditate and apply the knowledge in the Proverbs.

d. PROV. 9:9-10 – If you want to be regarded as wise fear the Lord.

2. APPRECIATE HELP – 

a. PROV. 1:8-9 – Your parents are speaking from the voice of experience.

b. PROV. 15:31-32 – Accept correction gracefully and strive to improve your life.

3. WILL BRIDLE HIS TONGUE – 

a. PROV. 13:1-3 – There is a time to remain silent.

b. PROV. 18:6-7 – We must bridle our tongue, if we are to be a wise young builder.

4. NOT LAZY BUT INDUSTRIOUS – 

a. PROV. 6:6-10 – Develop good work habits

b. LAM. 3:27 – “It is good for a man that he bear the yoke in his youth.” – Good for young people and children to learn how to work and help at home.

5. WILL CONTROL HIS EMOTIONS – 

a. PROV. 25:28 – We must exercise self-control.

b. PROV. 15:1-2 – Use your tongue wisely control your emotions.

c. PROV. 16:32 – Controlling your anger is a great victory.

d. PROV. 29:22 – Anger leads to strife and transgressions.

6. PROTECT GOOD NAME – 

a. PROV. 22:1-3 – Keep your name protected so it will always be a name that can be trusted.

b. PROV. 26:12 – Do not think more of yourself than you should. 

c. PROV. 27:1-2 – It is better to let others praise you than to praise yourself.

CONCLUSION – A wise young builder’s pathways will lead to salvation, but the young person who is the companion of fools will be destroyed. – PROV. 13:20 – If we have problems with sin and we all do we need to address them not ignore them. – PROV. 28:13,18,20 – We need to walk uprightly so we can be saved.  Are you saved?  You can be saved today, but you must be like the wise young builder and hear the words of Jesus.
