“AND HATH SHED HIS OWN BLOOD FOR MY SOUL”

HOW IMPORTANT IS THE BLOOD OF CHRIST?

ROMANS 5:6-11 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The Bible reveals the importance of blood very early – GEN. 4:3-5 – Why did God not respect Cain’s offering, because he did not offer it by faith, if he had it would have been a blood sacrifice.  Notice immediately after the flood – GEN. 8:15-20  - GEN. 9:1-4, most of us realize that the blood is the life stream to the body.  When the World Trade towers in N.Y. City were hit the first call that went out was for blood.  Why?  No part of the body can function properly without this red fluid!  Blood carries food in the form of oxygen to all parts of the body for use, and at the same time carries away waste products form all the organs of the body.

When you come upon an accident the first thing you do is try and stop the bleeding.  Why, because the life is in the blood!

Today we want to study about the blood of Christ, and see what God’s word reveals.  This information is urgent because there is life in the blood of Christ – eternal life.

In the physical realm because we have the proper or true knowledge of blood millions of lives have been saved during wartime and as a result of accidents.

Yet, at the same time man’s ignorance in the past about blood led to the loss of millions of lives – I.E. – superstition of evil in the blood because of sickness and they would drain the blood causing the victim to die.

We must have the proper knowledge of the blood of Christ!

1. SIGNIFANCE OF BLOOD IN THE BIBLE – HEB. 9:22 – it purged items and there is no remission w/o the shedding of blood
a. Old Testament – EX. 12:21-23 – Blood from the Passover Lamb, allowed their physical lives to be preserved

b. O.T. – HEB. 10:1-4 – Blood was important, but there was a remembrance of sins every year  

c. New Testament – 1 COR. 5:7 – Christ is our Passover he shed his blood for our sins to be forgiven (passed over)

d. Christ blood is special – EPH. 1:3-7 – Christ blood brings forgiveness of sins

2. WITHOUT THE BLOOD OF CHRIST THERE IS NO HOPE – EPH. 2:12
a. No Salvation – MATT. 26:27-28 – No remission or forgiveness available – HEB. 9:24-28 – Christ offered his blood only once – “There is power in the blood”

b. No Reward, no abiding with Christ – JN. 8:20-21 – If we die in our sin and we would be w/o blood of Christ where Jesus goes we cannot come – Heaven –ACTS 4:12
c. No Church – ACTS 20:28 – Purchased the church with his blood – How?  His blood has redemptive power – REV. 5:9 – But some say today that the church is not important just enjoy your personal walk with the Savior – COL. 1:13-14 – We who obey his word have been translated into the kingdom of his Son – the church he purchased with his blood, this church, this kingdom was worth the son of God shedding his blood to purchase.

d. No New Testament – LUKE 22:20 – Blood of Christ must be shed for the N.T. to go into effect – HEB. 9:12-17 – Death makes a testament of force HEB. 10:16-20 – The New covenant was established so there sins and iniquities would be remembered no more because of the death of Christ and the shedding of his blood.

3. WHAT THIS BLOOD CAN DO FOR US IT CAN MAKE THING WELL WITH OUR SOUL – ROM. 5:9
a. It can save the world– 1 JN. 2:1-2 – He paid the price for the sins of the world including you and me – JN. 1:29 – Behold the Lamb of God 

b. It gives us the soul saving message - ROM. 1:16-17 – 1 PET. 1:22-23- It purifies our souls – It allows us to contact that blood in baptism – ROM. 6:3-7
c. It redeems us – 1 PET. 1:18-20, TITUS 2:11-14
d. It reconciles us to Christ and God – Both Jew and Gentile were reconciled by the blood of Christ on the cross – EPH. 2:13-16
e. It allows us as Christians to remove sin from our life –1 JN. 1:7-9 

CONCLUSION – We often sing what can wash away my sins, nothing but the blood of Jesus, what can make me whole again, nothing but the blood of Jesus. Oh precious is the flow that makes me white as snow.
