HOW SHALL THE YOUNG SECURE THEIR HEARTS?

TEXT – PSA. 119: 105-112

INTRODUCTION -  The title of this lesson is the theme for our vacation bible school studies that will be conducted this week Monday – Friday each evening at 6:30.  The teachers have worked hard in preparing their classes and lessons, so please make plans to attend.  Hopefully the lesson this morning will help prepare our hearts for this series of studies.


In order for the young to have their hearts secure certain things must take place:

1) EDUCATION – The scriptures teach that the church is responsible for teaching the truth – 2 TIM. 3:15 – The church here in Mary Esther is charged by God to be the pillar and ground of the truth, the proclaimer of truth in this community.  That is why we are engaged in this work.  We also have a responsibility to our members EPH. 4:12 – But the teaching of the truth by the church not serve as a substitute for the teaching that parents need to do in the home.  Look at the requirements given by God under the Law of Moses – DUET. 6: 1-9, the New Testament teaches – EPH. 6:1-4 – Your children need to understand your thoughts in regard to the service you will render unto God – JOSH. 24: 15

2) REALIZATION – Do we understand what God has done for us?  JN. 1:14 – The Son of God left heaven to come to earth to be a sacrifice for our sins – PHIL. 2: 5-11; also note HEB. 2:9-18; and ROM. 5: 6-8 – the love shown by Jesus is overwhelming
3) DEDICATION -  Make this decision while you are young says the wise man – ECCL. 12: 1, 13-14 – Dedicate your life to God at an early age – MATT. 6:33 – Make seeking first the kingdom of God a priority in your life, now.  Our dedication to God is reflected by our love and obedience to his word – 1 JN. 5: 1-5; and also notice 1 JN. 2:3-6

4) PROCLAMATION – Profess and confess my faith in Christ – MATT. 10:32-33 – Look at an example of that type of confession – ACTS 19: 13-20 – The Ephesian fire of denial was a great profession and proclamation of their faith in Jesus as Lord of their lives.  Paul instructs Timothy in 1TIM. 6:12 – Lay hold on eternal life and profess a good profession before many witnesses.  By so doing at the end of my life I can say with the Apostle Paul – 2 TIM. 4:6-8

5) VOCATION -  How will I live each day?  What will I do to make a living?  1 TIM. 5:8 – We must provide for those of our own household – Paul gives further instructions – 2 THESS. 3: 7-10 – Sometimes by following these two scriptures we lose sight of what Jesus taught – MATT. 6: 19-21 Notice the example in HEB. 11: 23-29 – the example of Moses – Young people make the decision now that whatever I choose as an occupation that I will be able to serve God faithfully as I perform this job
6) DESTINATION – Song – “This World is Not My Home” If our destination is to be heaven, we must set our sights on obtaining it.  LUKE 12: 16-21 – “My treasures are laid up somewhere beyond the blue” 
God’s word describes Heaven for us – REV. 21:22 – 22:5 – this describes a beautiful place – How do I get in? – REV. 21:27 – Your name must be written in the Lamb’s book of life. How do I get my name in that book?  Rev. 22:17
You can take of the waters of life by:

Hearing Jesus Jn 14:6
Believing Jn 1:11-12
Repenting Luke 13:3
Confessing Acts 8:37 – I believe Jesus Christ is the Son of God

Baptized Mk 16:16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved
