1) DOES ONE HAVE TO BE A MEMBER OF THE CHURCH TO BE SAVED?

The religious world says join the church of your choice, but let’s notice what God’s final answer is in regard to this question.
A. ACTS 2:36-47 – The Lord added those saved at Pentecost to the 

Church.

B. ACTS 20:28 – The Lord purchased the church with his blood

C. EPH. 1:19-23 – Christ is the head of this body he purchased

D. EPH. 5:23-26 – He is also the savior of this body

E. COL. 1:18 – He is the head of the body and he has preeminence

2) CAN ONE BE SAVED IN ANY CHURCH?

Man says sure one church is as good as another, but what is God’s answer?

A. 1 TIM. 3:15 – Must be a member of the church that is the pillar and

ground of the truth

B. EPH. 4:4-6 – No, if you are not a member of this one body

C. 1 COR. 12:13-27 – No, if we are not a part of the body of Christ

D. JN. 15: 4-6 – No, if I do not abide in Christ

3) CAN A CHRISTIAN BECOME UNFAITHFUL AND BE LOST?

The denominational world teaches once saved always saved, is this God’s final answer?

A. 1 COR. 10:12 – Why should we need to take heed if we can not fall

B. HEB. 3:12 – We can depart from God

C. HEB. 6: 4-6 – IF they shall fall away, I thought you could not fall away

D. HEB. 4:9-11 – We can fall thru unbelief

E. GAL. 5:1-4 – We can fall from grace by trying to keep the law perfectly

F. Rev. 3:15-17 – Becoming lukewarm in our service to God is the danger to us as Christians and the church

4) WHEN SHOULD ONE BE SAVED?

The world will tell you put it off wait till the last minute, but notice the warning of God

A. 2 COR. 6:2 – Today is the day

B. ECCL. 12:1 – As early as possible, more time to serve God

C. IS. 55:6 – If God’s word pricks your heart respond to his calling

D. ACTS 2:36-38,41 – 3000 souls responded that day, as soon as they knew the condition of their soul

E. ACTS 8:35-39 – The eunuch responded as soon as he came to an understanding of what he needed to do to be saved

5) WHY SHOULD ONE NOT DELAY HIS SALVATION?  

The rule of the world is to eat drink and be merry, why worry be happy –Ex.- LUKE 12:16-21
A. JAMES 4:15-17 – Tomorrow is not guaranteed

B. PRO. 27:1 – “Boast not thyself of tomorrow for thou knowest not what a day may bring forth.”

C.  MATT. 25:1-13 – We must be prepared

D.  JN. 14:1-6 – Jesus has prepared a place for a prepared people

E. JN. 3:5 – Unless one is born of water and spirit he cannot enter the kingdom of God

F.   You can be born again tonight – REV. 22:17 – “The spirit and the bride     say come, and let him that heareth say come, and whosoever will let him take of the water of life freely”
