NEVER FORGET

ECCLESIASTES 1:3-11
INTRODUCTION – We all understand the importance of remembering things, but as we age we tend to forget so we use reminders such as string around our finger, list, cell phones, calendar notes, email reminders etc. When it comes to things of this life if we forget it may cause us some personal embarrassment but it is different when we forget things that are spiritual in nature. 

The purpose of our lesson today is to study about some things that are so important that we should never forget.

THINGS WE SHOULD NEVER FORGET:

I. GOD – 

A. ECCL. 12:1 – If we do not want to forget God then we need to make a habit of remembering God from an early age.  Things that we learn at an early age tend to stick with us.
B. ISA. 26:7-10 – We tend to remember things that we are interested in so we need to develop a strong desire to remember God. A strong interest in things spiritual in nature.

C. NUM. 15:37-41 – God used memory aids for his people in the O.T.  such as a blue thread in their tassels.

D. DEUT. 5:15 – God commanded them to keep the Sabbath to help them remember their freedom from slavery.

E. DEUT. 16:1-3 – God commanded them to observe the Passover to remember their exodus and how God delivered them.

F. DEUT. 6:4-16 – Parents were instructed to teach their children – Why? So they would not become complacent and forget what God had done for them.

G. 2 TIM. 2:7-14 – We need to remember too!

H. PSA. 50:22 – Remembering God is important because we do not want to suffer the consequences of forgetting about him in our lives.

II. HIS WORD – 

A. PROV. 4:1-9 – If we do not forget God’s word it will always benefit us.

B. ACTS 20:35 – We must also remember the words of Christ!

C. JUDE 17-21 – We must remember the words of the inspired apostles.

D. HOSEA 4:6 – Israel was destroyed because they forgot the words of God.
E. PSA. 119:16, 61, 93 – The Psalmist realized the importance of not forgetting the word of God.

F. JAMES 1:25 – We tend to remember the things we actually put into application in our lives. Are we applying what we hear?

G. 2 TIM. 2:15 – We help our memory by studying and reviewing God’s word and mediating on it.

III. OTHERS – We must never forget others!
A. PHIL. 1:3-6 – Paul remembered the brethren at Philippi.

B. 1 THESS. 1:2-4 – Paul remembered their work of faith and labor of love. Do you do this?

C. HEB. 13:1-3 – Do we remember to express brotherly love? Do we ever remember to render assistance to strangers?  Do we ever consider those who are imprisoned?

D. GAL. 2:10 – Do I remember the poor?

E. GAL. 6:10 – Do I choose to do good to others as I have opportunity? We must never forget that we were just poor sinners when God decided to make salvation possible by sending his Son. God chose to help us with our problem with sin.

F. HEB. 6:10 – If we forget others – God will remember!

G. 1 COR. 11:23-26 – Paul warns us as well as the brethren at Corinth to not be guilty of forgetting about the importance of the death of Christ and the forgiveness of sins we enjoy thru the blood he shed on our behalf.
