PREACHING AND TEACHING THE WORD

MARK 16:15-16, MATT.28:18-20 (TEXT)

INTRODUCTION – Preaching and teaching are divinely appointed means of saving lost souls form their sins


Listen to Christ – MARK 16:15-16; MATT. 28:18-20

Now listen to the Apostle Paul – 2 TIM. 4:1-5; 1 COR. 2:1-5

We must have the right attitude when we teach – 2 TIM 2:24-26


We must teach that salvation is in the name of Christ – ACTS 4:12


We must encourage discipleship – ACTS 11:26 – LUKE 14:26-27

In order to preach and teach the word we must:

P – Paint a picture – Of the blackness of SIN – ROM. 3:10-12




Of the red river of BLOOD – shed for our sins – ROM.3: 23-26 – 

my sin 

 Of the white robes of FORGIVENESS – available for us – 1 JN
 2:1-2 – How do we take care of our sins – ACTS 2:36-38 – They

saw the blackness of their sins, and realized what they had done.

Also in order to preach and teach the word we must proclaim that Christ is:

R – The redeemer of God – TITUS 2:11-14 – Redeem means to pay the purchase price,

to buy back, as denoted by buying a servant or slave with a view to their freedom.

We are a slave to sin, and there is nothing we can do about the problem we have with sin – So Jesus came – MATT. 20:28
Jesus gave his life for us – JN. 15:13 - He did this so we can have redemption – COL. 1:13-14 – Redemption is in the kingdom – GAL. 3:26-27
Also in order for us to preach and teach we must realize that everyone needs to be included

E – Everyone is worthy of the Gospel – We are not to decide whom we think will obey or who is a “good” prospect.




2 COR. 5:14-15 – Christ died for all




God wants everyone to obey the truth – ACTS 10:34-36 – God is

 not a respecter of persons.

Each of us as individuals has the right to choose – ROM. 6:16-18 –
You make the choice today  no one chooses for you. 

Once you choose to serve God then we must be faithful and endure

to the end – 2 TIM. 2:1-4 – Be a good soldier. Look at the example of Paul – 2 COR. 1:3-11 – Paul was a good soldier of the cross.

As we strive to live in a way that is worthy of the gospel we do so because we know that God will hold us:

A – Accountable to God – We will be judged – ROM. 14:7-12 – This judgment will include all.




We will be judged individually – MATT. 12:34-37 – Thoughts

             words and actions.

When we stand before God in judgment how active will we have

been in his work – MATT. 21:28-32 – We need to go to work in his vineyard today.

Example – Workday – Hands get dirty, sweaty as you labor, when is the last time you broke a sweat for the Lord – Physical labor is much harder than inviting someone to services, giving someone a call on the phone, sending a card, or just stopping by to visit with someone.

 HEB. 13:16-17 - We do not need to neglect doing good – If we do we will have to answer – JN 12:48 – We need to preach and teach the truth because it will judge us in the last day.

As we preach and teach God’s word how do we view his:

C – Commandments – PSALMS 19: 7-11 – Do we want punishment or reward




Do you want to overcome the world – 1 JN. 5:1-4 – Our faith in

            God gives us victory over the world


If we obey God he will bless us – REV. 22:14

There are many people in our community who at one time were

faithful in their service to God and delighted in obeying his word, but have become unfaithful and indifferent to his Gospel – HEB. 6:4-6 – they have crucified the Son of God afresh 

They have become hardened and calloused to sin – HEB. 3:12-13 – vs 13 states we need to encourage one another

We need to try and restore these brethren – GAL. 6:1-2 – teach them again that they need to bear fruit  - GAL. 5: 22-26 – A tree that will not bear fruit needs pruning, someone to care for it

What are you hoping for in this life?

H – Is your hope in Heaven, if not you are headed for the horrors of Hell




EPH. 2:12-16 – If we are without God in this world we have no

 Hope, what better reason to preach and teach the truth, to give 

 people hope

We need hope because it anchors our soul – HEB.6:17-20 –

 Our hope is an inheritance in Heaven – 1 PET. 1:3-9 – This hope

 will not fade away and it is reserved in Heaven for us.

If our hope is not set on Heaven, we will suffer the horrors of Hell 

REV. 20:11-15 – All whose names do not appear in the Lamb’s

 Book of Life will be cast into the lake of fire.

We do not want to suffer the 2nd Death – REV. 21:8
How can I avoid this terrible place – by preaching the truth,

 teaching the truth, and living according to the truth as it  is

 revealed in God’s Word – PROV. 11:30 – ‘The fruit of the

 righteous is a tree of life and he that winneth souls is wise.” – So 

let’s get busy working for the master.

CONCLUSION – COL. 1:23 – Paul declared that the whole creation had heard the Gospel of Christ in the 1st century.  They accomplished this with no telephones, T.V., radio, computers, internet, automobiles, trains, or planes.  They had just one thing – GAL. 5:6 – FAITH THAT WORKED BY LOVE.
