PRESUMPTUOUS SIN

PSALMS 19:12-13 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – Have you ever taken someone or something for granted?  Maybe it was your health or maybe a loved one such as a wife or mother or father. If you have then you will understand when the bible speaks of the subject of presumptuous sin.

Presume is defined as “to take for granted without proving, to suppose, to take upon oneself, venture, dare.

Presumptuous is defined as “to act without permission or right.”  I. E. – mom sends you to store to buy some bread and milk but you presume it will be OK to spend her change from the $10.00 bill she gave you.

In the Hebrew the word means “to be insolent, to be proud, deal proudly, presume.

We might ask why is this subject so important for us to study.  It is important today because many people presume they are serving God acceptably and will stand approved before God in spite of their presumptuous attitude toward his word.
PRESUMPTUOUS SIN:
I. DISOBEDIENCE GIVES RISE TO SIN –
A. Why obey God?

1. EX. 20:2 – “I am the Lord.” – This phrase occurs 163 times in the Bible.

2. DEUT. 6:24 – “For our good always.”
3. PSA. 19:8 – his commands are always right – PSA. 119:75
B. Failure to obey constitutes sin – 1 JN. 3:4
1. LEV. 18:29 – “That soul shall be cut off.”
2. EZK. 18:4 – “The soul that sins it shall die” – ROM. 6:23
3. ISA. 59:1-2 – “Your iniquities have separated you from your God.”
C. Transgressions invite disaster – 

1. NUM. 14:26-45 - Results in presumptuous efforts.
2. JUDGES 7:1-5 – God did not want the people to be able to presume they had won the battle by their own strength.

3. PSA. 66:18 – If we approve of iniquity in our life and presume it will be OK we need to understand the Lord will not hear us.

II. DISPRESPCT GIVES RISE TO SIN – 
A. LEV. 19:37 – We cannot presume to just pick and choose what we are willing to obey.  All of God’s laws must be obeyed.
B. 1 KINGS 11:9-11 – Solomon lost the kingdom because he was not willing to do what the Lord had commanded him.

C. MATT. 7:21-23 – We as Christians are required to do all of God’s will.

III. DISTANCE GIVES RISE TO DISRESPECT –
A. JAMES 4:8 – Are we seeking o draw near to God? – ISA. 55:6 – “Seek the Lord while he may be found.”
B. DEUT. 9:11-12 – Turning away from God was the root of Israel’s problem.

C. JER. 3:12-15 – Why did the northern kingdom fail?  JER. 4:14-18 – The southern kingdom’s captivity is spoken of because of the sins of their wicked heart.
IV. DEFIANCE IS INTOLERABLE - .
A. NUM. 15:30-31 – We should not do anything presumptuously.  That was in OT times what about now – 2 PET. 2:9-10. 

B. 2 THESS. 1:7-9 – The disobedient will be the object of vengeance.

C. REV. 22:14 – Complete obedience is required.  Do you want access to the tree of life?  Do you want to enter the gates into the city of God?

CONCLUSION – Do you presume that you are OK with God?  You do not have to base eternity on a presumption?  HEB. 5:8-9 - Jesus is the author of eternal salvation to all those who obey him.  Obey Jesus today!!!
