ROMANS 3:23-26 – TEXT

PROBLEMS WITH SIN:   
I. UNIVERSAL PROBLEM – 

A. ROM. 3:10-12 – There is none righteous no not one.

II. INFECTIOUS PROBLEM – 

A. GEN. 6:5 – It started in the garden and spread like wildfire.

III. PLEASURABLE PROBLEM – 

A. HEB. 11:24-26 – Sin is pleasurable, but Moses refused to choose the pleasures of sin for a season.

IV. TRANSGRESSION PROBLEM – 

A. 1 JN. 3:4 – We make a choice or decision to go beyond what God has stated.  I.E. – Boundaries as a child.

V. NEGLECT PROBLEM – 

A. JAMES 4:17 – Many times this is the problem we face as children of God.  We know what is the good and right thing to do but we just leave it undone.

VI. UNRIGHTEOUS PROBLEM – 

A. 1 JN. 5:17 – God word makes what is righteous easy for us to discern.

VII. FAITHLESS PROBLEM – 

A. ROM. 14:21-23 – We sin when we violate our conscience even in a matter of liberty.

VIII. SEPARATION PROBLEM – 

A. ISA. 59:1-2 – We are separated from God as a result of our sin and God turns away from us.

IX. COMPENSATION PROBLEM – 

A. ROM. 6:23 – Poor paycheck, the wages of sin is death.

X. FORGIVENESS PROBLEM – 

A. ACTS 2:38 – All need forgiveness.  How do we obtain it?  What shall we do?

CONCLUSION – If you die in your sins it is a personal problem, because there is no way to get to God without being in Jesus Christ – JOHN 8:21 - Then Jesus said to them again, "I am going away, and you will seek Me, and will die in your sin. Where I go you cannot come."
