PROMISES CONCERNING CHRIST
TITUS 1:1-2
INTRODUCTION – In a recent lesson we established God has never made a promise that he did not keep!!! The purpose of this lesson is to help us get better acquainted with some of the promises God has made in regard to Christ.  It is interesting to note as we see the promises and then see their fulfillment that God once again proves himself to be faithful and true. 

The promises about Jesus permeate the bible.  Let’s open our bibles and examine the numerous promises concerning Christ.

PROMISES AND THEIR FULFILLMENT:
I. SEED OF WOMAN – One of the first promises in the Bible is in regard to God’s scheme for redeeming man thru Christ.
A. GEN. 3:15 – The seed of woman referred to in this passage is Christ and Satan bruised his heel by putting him to death on the cross, but Christ dealt him a blow to his head when he was raised from the dead.
B. GAL. 4:1-4 – Paul in writing to the brethren at the churches of Galatia by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit revealed when the time was right God would send forth his Son born of a woman.   
II. BIRTH BY VIRGIN – The virgin birth of Jesus was foretold by the prophet Isaiah
A. ISA. 7:14 – In this promise God declares the virgin will conceive, will bear a Son, and he shall be called Immanuel.   Did this promise come true?
B. MATT. 1:18-23 – Verse 18, 20 states that Mary was found to be with child of the Holy Spirit.  This Son will be a savior for his people and they shall call his name Immanuel which means  - God with us.  Did God keep this promise?   Was Jesus God with us?
III. PLACE OF BIRTH – The birth of Jesus was promised well over 400 years before it took place.  The place of his birth is specifically spoken of by the prophets.
A. MICAH 5:2 – The one who was to be the ruler of Israel would be born in Bethlehem.  Where was Jesus born?
B. MATT. 2:1 – In Matthew’s account of the life of Christ he makes it clear to us Jesus was born on Bethlehem.
IV. FORE-RUNNER – Did the bible promise someone would come before Jesus to prepare the way for the Messiah?
A. ISA. 40:3 – Who is the prophet Isaiah referring to in this promise?
B. MATT. 3:1-3 – Matthew gives us a clear answer.  It is a direct answer and it is John the Baptist.
V. ANOINTED WITH THE SPIRIT – He would have the physical body of a man but the Spirit of God.
A. ISA. 11:2 – Jesus did not come to earth as just another man.
B. ACTS 10:35-40 – Jesus received the Spirit without measure according to JN. 3:34 

VI. SUFFERING FOR US – The prophets spoke of the suffering the Savior would go thru on our behalf. 
A. ISA. 53:4-8 – Who is the man of sorrows, the one acquainted with grief?  The one by whose stripes we are healed?
B. LUKE 24:44-48 – Who was the prophet Isaiah writing about?  He was referring to Christ who suffered so greatly on our behalf.
VII. TO HIS DEATH – The death Christ is spoken of in prophecy.
A. ISA. 53:10-12 – Isaiah said there would be one who would pour out his soul unto death.
B. ACTS 2:22-26 – That man was Jesus who Peter proclaimed as the Savior on Pentecost.
VIII. TO HIS RESURRECTION – The psalmist declares there would be one who would not be held by death.
A. PSA. 16:10 – There would be one who could not be held by the grave (death). 
B. LUKE 24:6-7 – Jesus knew God would keep his promise to raise him from the dead.  The witnesses and the testimony confirm that this promise was kept by God.
IX. TO HIS ASCENSION – To the right hand of God.
A. PSA. 68:18 – Who ascended on high?
B. LUKE 24:50-51; ACTS 1:9 – Luke addresses the ascension of Jesus  to heaven two times.
X. HIS KINGDOM – 

A. DAN. 7:13-14 – A kingdom was promised to be given that would have no end
B. LUKE 1:32-33 – Jesus is the one who would reign over his kingdom of which there would be no end. 
CONCLUSION – 

We are promised that salvation is only available in Jesus Christ!!!
