PROMISES OF GOD
ACTS 7:17

INTRODUCTION – In the text for our lesson there is a reference to the promise made by God to Abraham that the people of God would come out of Egypt as a strong nation.  It is referred to – GEN. 15:12-14.  The reference made in the NT to the promise in the OT shows without a doubt that God keeps his promises to us today.  God has never made a promise that he did not keep!!! The purpose of this lesson is to help us get better acquainted with some of the promises God has made to us.
GOD’S PROMISES:
I. PROMISES – SCRIPTURES
A. 2 TIM. 3:15-17 – It is thru the Holy Scriptures we can be made wise about the salvation that is available to us in Christ.  The scriptures clearly declare salvation is only available thru faith in Christ. The scripture is given to us to give us instruction in righteousness.  They are our guide from earth to heaven.

B. JAMES 1:22-25 – We are promised to be blessed by God if we continue in the word of God and doing what it says.  We must make the practical application in our lives in order to receive the promised blessing of God.
C. JN. 8:31-32 – The scriptures state we are his disciples if we continue in his word.   We are promised the truth and the truth alone will set us free.
D. JN. 15:7-8 – If we abide in the words of Jesus we are promised that our prayers will be answered.
E. PSA. 1:1-3 – Note the blessed man of God described by the Psalmist. 

II. PROMISES – CHURCH
A. MATT. 16:18 – Jesus promised to build his church.   He certainly kept that promise.

B. ACTS 20:28 – The promise was fulfilled with the purchase price of blood.
C. EPH. 1:22-23 – Paul declares Christ is the head of the body - the church.

D. 1 TIM. 3:15 – God’s word proclaims the church as the pillar and ground of the truth.

E. ACTS 2:47 – After Pentecost the church is always spoken of as being in existence and that it is the institution into which the Lord adds the saved.

III. PROMISES – ETERNAL LIFE
A. JN. 14:1-3 – We are promised there is a place of eternal rest.
B. HEB. 11:10 – Abraham trusted in the promises of God and looked for that eternal city.

C. 1 PET. 1:3-4 – Peter says we have an inheritance reserved in heaven for you.

D. REV. 22:14 – We are promised to be blessed and have the right to the tree of life if we do his commandments.   Are we complying with our end of the bargain?

E. REV. 21:4-5 – God has promised the things we suffer in this life will have passed away in heaven.

CONCLUSION – 

God has made many wonderful promises to us in his word.

Do we believe God’s promises are true?

Are we taking advantage of these wonderful promises?
