QUESTIONS FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION

1 PETER 3:15 (TEXT)

INTRODUCTION – How many have watched the show “ Who Wants to Be a Millionaire?”  It is an exciting show that ask questions and contestants can win $$$$ if they answer correctly.  Before they give their response Regis always asks is that your final answer?  He wants the contestants to be sure they can live with the answer and so it is in matters of faith, many people have many answers to important questions regarding their faith so how do know what the final answer is?  In this lesson we want to ask some “Questions for your Consideration”

1) IS THE BIBLE SUFFICIENT TO SAVE?  
You automatically say yes, but many religious people think we have received and are still receiving modern day revelation.  Is this true?

A. 2 TIM. 3:14-17 – Scriptures are able to make us wise unto salvation

B.  JN. 8:30-32 – The truth shall make you free – JN. 17:17 – PSA. 19:7-14
C.   2 PET. 1:3-4  - All things that pertain to life and Godliness, so we can be partakers of the divine nature

D. ACTS 20:30-32 – Notice Paul commends elders to God’s word – It is able to build us up and give us an inheritance

E. ROM. 1:16-17 – The gospel contains the power of God to save – EX.- Paul – 1 COR. 2:1-5 – He wanted their faith to stand in the power of God – 1 COR. 1:18 – Preaching of the gospel is the power of God

2) IS SALVATION FOR ALL?  

Many people in the religious world believe that God has predestined a select group to serve Him, and there is nothing they can do to resist this selection.  Let’s look at God’s final answer to this question.

A. LUKE 19:10 – We need to look at the purpose of the savior coming to

Earth.

B. 2 PET. 3:9 – God does not want any to perish – JN. 3:16
C. 1 TIM. 2:3-4 – God wants all men to be saved

D. TITUS 2:11-14 – This grace hath appeared to all men

E. ACTS 10:34-35 – If God picks you and does not pick me, I am upset

3) WON’T EVERYONE BE SAVED?

Most denominational religions are very tolerant of varying degrees of faith.  I’m O.K. your O.K. type of grace fellowship.  What does God Word say the final answer is?

A. MATT. 7:13-14 – Few – How many is a few? EX. – Noah – Gen.7:11-13, 19:12-15- ( 50-45-30-20-10) City of Sodom and Gomorrah - 
B. MATT. 7:21-23 – Not everyone who says Lord, Lord

C. 1 COR. 6:9-10 – This type of unrighteousness shall not inherit the Kingdom of God – REV. 21:7-8 – Everyone is not able to overcome

D. HEB. 2:1-3 – Some will not be saved because they will neglect their salvation – This will be the problem for most members of the Lord’s body

E. GAL. 1:6-9 – Some won’t be saved because they have to pervert the Gospel to suit their needs

4) WHY WON’T ALL BE SAVED?

There are many who think that a just and loving God certainly would not condemn a soul to Hell and therefore all will be saved.  Before we base our salvation on this teaching let’s look to God’s word for our final answer.

A. ROM. 6:16-18 – All will not chose to serve God

B. MATT. 18:1-4 – All are not willing to humble themselves and be converted

C. JN. 12:42-43 – All are not willing to let go of their love of this world and the praise of men

D. LUKE 7:29-30 – They rejected the counsel of God – Men today do the same – MATT. 28:18-20
E. LUKE 14:27-33 – Being a disciple of Christ is going to cost you, you will have to bear your cross, all are not willing to pay the price cannot pay the price.

5) HOW CAN A MAN BE SAVED?

The world tells us we can pray through, just ask Jesus to come into your heart. Do not listen to man but rather look to God’s word for the final answer.  The Bible states in ACTS 4:12 – Salvation is in Christ

God extends His grace to us thru the sacrifice of Jesus, remember God wants all men to be saved.  Are we willing to accept his invitation?

A. MATT. 11:28-30 – Come unto me all ye that labor

B. REV. 3:20 – We have to hear his voice and open the door – Ex – Publishers Clearing house knocking at your door – Jesus knocks at the door of the sinners heart

C. By faith we open the door – HEB. 5:8-9 – Though he were a son yet learned He obedience

D. If we want to be saved obey Jesus – JN. 8:24 – I said therefore unto you

          LUKE 13:3,5 – I tell you nay

          MATT. 10:32-33 – Whosoever there

          MK. 16:16 – ACTS 22:16 –

          GAL. 3:26 – Remember where              salvation is?
