:REVIVING RIGHTEOUSNESS - 2
ROMANS 1:16-17 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – ROM. 1:16-17 - For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, "The just shall live by faith."  
We want to continue our study in regard to reviving righteousness.  Just as paramedics arrive on the scene of an accident to try and revive one severely injured in an accident we are trying to revive righteousness in the lives of those who are children of God.  John the apostle of love instructs us if we want to be righteous then we must practice righteousness in our lives – 1 JN. 3:7-8 – If we sin we are of the devil -Little children, let no one deceive you. He who practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is righteous. 8 He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil. 
HEB. 1:8-9 – God is righteous and loves those who practice righteousness.  But to the Son He says: "Your throne, O God, is forever and ever; A scepter of righteousness is the scepter of Your Kingdom.  9 You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness; Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness more than Your companions."  

What do we practice?  Does our righteousness need reviving?  God knows we can become weak from time to time and so we stand in need of revival – PSA. 85:1-6 - Lord, You have been favorable to Your land; You have brought back the captivity of Jacob. 2 You have forgiven the iniquity of Your people; You have covered all their sin. Selah 3 You have taken away all Your wrath; You have turned from the fierceness of Your anger. 

4 Restore us, O God of our salvation, And cause Your anger toward us to cease. 5 Will You be angry with us forever? Will You prolong Your anger to all generations? 6 Will You not revive us again, That Your people may rejoice in You? 

Let us examine ourselves and make personal application of this lesson as we continue the study.
IF WE DESIRE TO REVIVE RIGHTEOUSNESS:

I. FRUIT-FULL – We must bearing fruit.  Our lives must be full of the fruit we bear for the Lord.

A. PROV. 12:12 – The root of the righteous will bear fruit.  We cannot be righteous and be barren.

B. ISA. 37:31 - We do not automatically bear fruit.  Before the fruit goes up the root must go down.  The remnant had to reestablish their righteousness it had to be revived.
C. COL. 2:5-7 – We have to walk in Christ and be rooted in him in order to bear fruit and be steadfast in our faith.
D. JN. 15:1-8 – Jesus says we need to bring forth much fruit.  A tree just planted does not immediately bring forth fruit it must grow.

E. COL. 1:9-10 – The spiritual growth cycle.

F. 2 PET. 1:5-11 – List of things we must add to our faith so we can be fruitful.

II. PURPOSE-FULL – We must have purpose in our lives.
A. ISA. 57:15 – Purpose of Jehovah is to revive men.

B. HEB. 9:12-15 – Purpose of Christ to redeem mankind

C. 2 TIM. 3:10; 4:7-8 – We need to have a purpose in our life.  Paul purposed to finish the race and to keep the faith.
D. ACTS 11:22-24 – We need a purpose so we can continue.

E. 1 COR. 10:31 – Our purpose should be in whatever we do to give glory to God.

F. EPH. 4:17-24 – We are to put on the new man of righteousness and holiness.

G. 2 PET. 2:20-22 – Why we must revive righteousness so our latter end will not be worse than the first.

III. DELIGHT-FULL – We must delight in doing the will of God.
A. ROM. 7:22 – Note the statement by Paul that delights in the law of God.  Do we delight in the law of God?
B. PSA. 112:1-7 – Description of one who delights fully in Jehovah.

C. PSA. 119:9-16 – We must delight in the statues of God also.  Note vs. 15-16 – I will – personal resolution.

D. PSA. 37:1-6 – Happiness, peace and joy come as a result of delighting in the Lord.

E. PSA. 40:8-10 – We must delight in doing the will of the Lord.  Do we delight in doing his will or look for excuses to avoid doing what he would have us to do?
F. 1 PET. 3:15 – If we delight in doing his will we must be set to defend his word of truth.  Do we let opportunities pass by?

CONCLUSION – 

Do we need our righteousness revived?

If we are not being fruitful, have a true purpose for life and do not delight in our service to God then we need to have our righteousness revived!!!
