SALVATION SEVENFOLD
2 CORINTHIANS 6:2- TEXT

INTRODUCTION – God offers salvation to all men.  Our text is clear today can be our day of salvation.  When this subject of salvation arises man has come up with many ideas in regard to the salvation of his soul.  What do you think about when you think of salvation?  We want to look at seven points today regarding this wonderful biblical subject of salvation.

SALVATION SEVENFOLD:

1. SAVED BY GRACE – The wonderful free gift of God is offered to us.  It is not a gift we have not merited or deserved.
a. ROM. 3:10, 23 – We are all sinners and we can do nothing about our condition in regard to the forgiveness of our sins.

b. EPH. 2:1-5 – Our condition is described before we had access to God’s grace.

c. EPH. 2:8-9 – Salvation is a gift of God made available to us by his grace.  Not of works – can we earn or merit our salvation? NO, but we must maintain good works of faith.

d. TITUS 2:11 – This grace of God brings salvation and its availability to all men.

2. SAVED THROUGH FAITH – Faith in God is a must.  Belief and trust in him is imperative. Yet, it is not the only requirement.

a. HEB. 11:6 – We cannot possibly please God without faith.

b. HEB. 11:39 – How did they obtain a good report and please God?  It was through faith.

c. JN. 8:24 – If we do not believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God we will die in our sins.

d. ROM. 5:1 – Faith is what justifies us before God – Faith is our response to God’s grace.

3. SAVED BY WORKS – Do we earn our salvation?  Does god owe us a debt? NEVER!!! Still God does require man’s obedience – He requires works of faith.
a. JAMES 2:14-18 – We cannot say we have faith and not express that faith thru works of obedience.

b. TITUS 1:16 – They profess to know God but in works they deny him.

c. 1 TIM. 6:17-19 – Being rich in good works helps us to lay hold on eternal life.

4. SAVED THROUGH WATER – Do we believe in water salvation that the power is in the water?  No only the blood of Jesus can save us not water.  The question is how does the Bible tell us we come in contact with that blood?

a. ROM. 6:3-4 – It is in baptism that we contact the blood of Christ thru his death.

b. 1 PET. 3:20-21 – Baptism does save us just like the water saved Noah and his family.

c. COL. 2:11-13 – We were dead but he has made us alive by being immersed in water for the forgiveness of our sins.

5. SAVED BY HIS LIFE – By the life of one man – Jesus Christ - salvation was made possible.

a. ROM. 5:9-10 – We are saved by his life.
b. ROM. 5:17-18 – Sin entered by one man and salvation entered by one man.

c. JN. 20:30-31 – His life produced the evidence that he is the Son of God, .but do we believe the evidence?

6. SAVED IN HOPE – We have an assurance that cannot be moved.  It is promised by God!!! Can any hope be stronger?

a. HEB. 6:19 – Hope is the anchor of our soul.  How important is an anchor?  Without it a ship is lost in the storm.

b. ROM. 8:24-25 – If we lose hope we lose our soul.  

c. HEB. 3:6 - We must maintain hope to the end it. 
7. SAVED AT HIS COMING – Hope will be gone when Christ returns. At his second coming we will have the reality of our struggles finally realized.

a. PHIL. 3:20 – Do we eagerly wait for the 2nd coming of Christ?

b. REV. 22:20 – Do we have the attitude of the apostle of love  - John.

CONCLUSION – Salvation is a wonderful gift of God.  
Do you have this salvation?  

Why do you wait?  

What can be greater than this gift of God? 

Maybe you are a Christian yet you are neglecting this great salvation as the Hebrew writer spoke of in chapter 2.
If you miss heaven you miss it all!!!

Do you want to be with God forever?  What a beautiful thought.
