SEDUCING DEMONIC DOCTRINES – PRESUMPTION

1 TIMOTHY 4:1-5 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – God has warned us that some Christians will depart from the faith.  We need to fully understand that Satan seeks to devour us and he does that thru seducing demonic doctrines that he persuades us to follow. Note what the bible states in 2 PET. 2:1-3 – Peter warned that some false teachers would bring in damnable heresies their motivation would be covetousness. 2 PET. 2:10-15 – mentions four things about people who are presumptuous.

A. Self willed – Do not follow instructions well.

B. Compromisers – Will not take a firm stand on truth.

C. Forsaken the right way.

D. Entangled in the affairs of this life.

Notice the end state of these people – 2 PET. 2:20-22.  These presumptuous people cause division – ROM. 16:16-18.  We must only do what God authorizes and nothing else.
Notice what David had to say about the sin of presumption (making decisions for God) – PSA. 19:7-14 – David was seeking to cling to the word of God not what he presumed to be OK, because he knew the Law of the Lord was perfect which means it needs no deletions or additions.   God’s commands are “right” and therefore they must not be changed.  God’s word is true and righteous altogether.  When it comes to the area of worship we have been given specific instructions from God’s word.   JN. 4:23-24
SEDUCING DEMONIC DOCTRINES – PRESUMPTION:  Worship

1. LORD’S SUPPER – 

a. 1 COR. 11:23-26 – Paul gives the church the teaching he received from the Lord – Direct command – MATT. 26:26-30; MK. 14:22-26; LUKE 22:19-20
b. EXAMPLE – ACTS 20:7 – The disciples came together on the first day of the week – for what purpose?  To break bread – partake of the Lord’s Supper.

c. PRESUMPTION OF MAN – Make it more special if we observe it only once a month, quarter, or year.

2. GIVING – 

a. 1 COR. 16:1-2 – On the first day of the week let every one of you lay by in store as God has prospered. – Direct statement or command.

b. 2 COR. 8:1-5 – the example of participating in this giving to the Lord.

c. PRESUMPTION OF MAN – If it is OK to give on the first day of the week it must be OK to give anytime we gather together or assemble to study.

3. SINGING – What does God authorize?  Only eight passages in the NT that authorize singing.  LIST 

a. EPH. 5:19; COL. 3:16 – COMMAND

b. ACTS 16:25; HEB. 2:12 – The examples of Christians singing

c. PRESUMPTION OF MAN – Man has decided that God will be pleased with the instrument of music so he has introduced something into the worship that god did not authorize.

i. Man’s argument – Authorized in the OT – PSA. 150:1-6 – But it is not authorized in the NT (along with burning of incense, sacrifices, priesthood etc.)

ii. JAMES 1:25 – The NT is the perfect law of liberty.

iii. HEB. 13:20-21 – Every work is given to us and authorized by God.  Did he forget? Or does man just presume and decide for God

4. PURPOSE OF SINGING – 

a. ACTS 16:25 – To glorify and praise God.

b. COL. 3:16 – Teach and admonish one another.

c. NOT FOR ENTERTAIMENT – COL. 2:18-23 – God has never meant for worship to be a big show.  Some churches have soloist, choruses and ensembles and have degraded the worship of God by these innovations.

d. NOT FOR PLEASING PEOPLE – GAL. 1:10-12 - If we are trying to please people we are not the servants of Jesus Christ.  Why do brethren do such things and involve congregations of the Lord’s church in this presumptuous sin.  More people, more money, more glory, and praise of men – JUDE –11-20 – Note how God views them.

CONCLUSION – Do not be taken in by the devil and become involved in the seducing demonic doctrine of presumption – Remember Nadab and Abihu – LEV. 10:1-2 - they presumed it would be all right with God to offer strange fire to him.  They were not correct.

JAMES 5:13 – “Is any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms.”
