SIGNIFICANCE OF THE NAME OF JESUS CHRIST

ACTS 4:10-12 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The Bible is clear there is salvation in no other name than the name of Jesus Christ – ACTS 4:10-12 - let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here before you whole. 11 This is the 'stone which was rejected by you builders, which has become the chief cornerstone.'  12 Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved." The name Jesus is a transliteration of the Hebrew name Joshua which means “Jehovah is salvation” it was a common name among the Jews and it meant “is the Savior” the word Christ means “anointed or Messiah.”
Truly there is salvation in no other name!

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE NAME JESUS CHRIST:
1. SAVIOR – 
A. TIT. 2:13-14 – Jesus Christ is truly the great God because he alone is the Savior - “looking for the blessed hope and glorious appearing of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ, 14 who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His own special people, zealous for good works.” 
B. ACTS 2:36 – Jesus is both ruler and king - "Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ.”
C. 1 TIM. 4:9-10 – He is the Savior of all mankind - This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance. 10 For to this end we both labor and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living God, who is the Savior of all men, especially of those who believe. 

D. 1 JN. 2:22-23 – If I deny Jesus Christ that he is the Son of God then I am the anti Christ – I stand opposed to Him - Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist who denies the Father and the Son. 23 Whoever denies the Son does not have the Father either; he who acknowledges the Son has the Father also. 

E. 1 JN. 1:3,7 – Our fellowship as Christians is with Jesus Christ and this avails us of the forgiveness of our sins thru the blood of Jesus Christ - that which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you also may have fellowship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ    vs.7 - But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.
2. GOSPEL – 

A. ROM. 1:16-17 –We should not be ashamed of the gospel of Jesus Christ For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, "The just shall live by faith."  

B. 2 COR. 4:3-5 – The gospel of the glory of Jesus Christ is proclaimed thru the preaching of the word  But even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, 4 whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not believe, lest the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them. 5 For we do not preach ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord, and ourselves your bondservants for Jesus' sake
C. 2 JN. 9-11 – We must abide in the doctrine or teaching of Jesus Christ - Whoever transgresses and does not abide in the doctrine of Christ does not have God. He who abides in the doctrine of Christ has both the Father and the Son. 10 If anyone comes to you and does not bring this doctrine, do not receive him into your house nor greet him; 11 for he who greets him shares in his evil deeds. 

D. 1 TIM. 6:3 – The words of the Lord are the doctrine according to godliness - If anyone teaches otherwise and does not consent to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which accords with godliness,
E. 2 TIM. 1:13 – We must hold fast to the pattern of sound words in jesus Christ - Hold fast the pattern of sound words which you have heard from me, in faith and love which are in Christ Jesus.
3. CHURCH – 

A. ROM. 16:16-18 – Named after Christ – not after men or names men come up with in the denominational world - Greet one another with a holy kiss. The churches of Christ greet you. 17 Now I urge you, brethren, note those who cause divisions and offenses, contrary to the doctrine which you learned, and avoid them. 18 For those who are such do not serve our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly, and by smooth words and flattering speech deceive the hearts of the simple.
B. ACTS 20:21, 28 – The church belongs to Christ he has ownership because he purchased it with his blood -  testifying to Jews, and also to Greeks, repentance toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ -    28 Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.
C. MATT. 16:16-18 – The one he purchased is the church he promised to build - Simon Peter answered and said, "You are the Christ, the Son of the living God." 17 Jesus answered and said to him, "Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah, for flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but My Father who is in heaven. 18 And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 

D. 1 COR. 12:25-27 – As Christians we are part of the body of Christ - that there should be no schism in the body, but that the members should have the same care for one another. 26 And if one member suffers, all the members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the members rejoice with it. 27 Now you are the body of Christ, and members individually.
E. COL. 1:18 – Christ is the head of his church – He is the King of his kingdom and it is a monarchy - And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may have the preeminence. 

4. BAPTISM – 
A. ACTS 2:37-38, 41,47 – The name of Jesus is connected with the remission of sins - Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, "Men and brethren, what shall we do?" 38 Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. Acts 2:41 - Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand souls were added to them. Acts 2:47 - praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved.
B.  ACTS 8:5,12,35-38 – When Christ was preached and people believed they were baptized - Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. Acts 8:12 - But when they believed Philip as he preached the things concerning the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, both men and women were baptized  Acts 8:35-38 - Then Philip opened his mouth, and beginning at this Scripture, preached Jesus to him. 36 Now as they went down the road, they came to some water. And the eunuch said, "See, here is water. What hinders me from being baptized?" 37 Then Philip said, "If you believe with all your heart, you may." And he answered and said, "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God." 38 So he commanded the chariot to stand still. And both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him.
C. ACTS 10:47-48 – Peter commanded the Gentiles to be baptized into his name - Can anyone forbid water, that these should not be baptized who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?" 48 And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then they asked him to stay a few days. 

D. ACTS 16:30-34 – The Philippian Jailor and his house were baptized in the same hour.  Those who truly believe in the name of the Lord Jesus will refuse to be baptized - And he brought them out and said, "Sirs, what must I do to be saved?" 31 So they said, "Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be saved, you and your household." 32 Then they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all who were in his house. 33 And he took them the same hour of the night and washed their stripes. And immediately he and all his family were baptized. 34 Now when he had brought them into his house, he set food before them; and he rejoiced, having believed in God with all his household. 
CONCLUSION – There has never been and there never will be a greater name on earth than the name of Jesus Christ.  It is before this name that all will stand on the Day of Judgment.   Are you ready?  If you have not humbled yourself in obedience to Christ you are not ready – but you can get ready today – 2 COR. 6:2 - For He says: "In an acceptable time I have heard you, And in the day of salvation I have helped you." Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.
