SIN – THE CONSEQUENCES AND CURE

1 JN. 3:4 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – What is sin?  Maybe we would say something I try to hide or something that I am not guilty of.  The apostle John by inspiration defines sin for us in 1 JN. 3:4 - Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.  One commits sin or practices lawlessness when they go beyond (transgress) the law of God.

John further defines sin in 1 JN. 5:17 - All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.  So sin is unrighteousness as contrasted to the commands of God, which are righteous – PSA. 119:172 - My tongue shall speak of thy word: for all thy commandments are righteousness.

Sin is further defined for us by in JAMES 4:17 – To know to do good and do it not is sin!  Paul in writing to the brethren at Rome told them that whatsoever is not of faith is sin - ROM. 14:23 – Sin is that which violates God’s law.  It could be easily divided into two categories.

SIN – THE CONSEQUENCES AND CURE:

1. HOW DO WE SIN? 

a. Sins of omission – things we fail to do or leave undone –

i.  MATT. 25:41-46 – these went away into everlasting punishment because they did not take advantages of the opportunities they had, they failed to act.  Are we guilty of failing to act, as we should in certain situations?

ii. MATT. 23:23 – the scribes and Pharisees were condemned not for what they did but for what they left undone

b. Sins of commission – When we outright reject God’s word.

i. 1 SAM. 15:13-24 – Saul rejected the word of God, he did not act by faith.

2. WHO IS SIN AGAINST?  I am not hurting anyone – wrong you are hurting God.
a. GEN. 39:9 – Joseph realized to commit adultery with Potiphar’s wife was to sin against God.

b. PSA. 51:4 – All sin is ultimately against God.

3. HOW DOES SIN HAPPEN?
a. JAMES 1:13-15 – The devil does not make us do it, but he does tempt us.

b. 1 COR. 10:12-13 – We will sin if we begin to think we are immune from sin.

4. WHO IS RESPONSIBLE FOR SIN?  ROM. 3:23 – Since all have sinned.

a. EZK. 18:19-20 – The son does not bear the iniquity of the Father.  The soul that sins it shall die!

b. 2 COR. 5:10-11 – I must appear, you must appear to give an individual account to God.

5. WHAT ARE THE CONSEQUENCES OF SIN?
a. ISA. 59:1-2 – We are separated from God – sin cause this separation - spiritual death.

b. ROM. 6:23 – Wages of sin is death

c. JN. 8:21- Sin will cause us to miss heaven.

d. REV. 21:8 – Cause us to suffer eternally.

6. WHAT IS THE CURE FOR SIN?
a. HEB. 9:22 – Blood must be shed.

b. HEB. 10:4 – Blood of bulls and goats cannot take away sin.

c. HEB. 9:14 – The blood of Christ cleanses us and it only had to be offered once – HEB. 10:11-14
d. MATT. 26:28 – Jesus died for every man.

e. ROM. 6:3-4 – Shows how we contact the benefits of his death and his blood being shed for us.

CONCLUSION – Who can contact the benefits of this blood in baptism – MARK 16:15-16 – Believer; ACTS 2:38 – Repentance; ACTS 8:36-37 – Confessed  - Then in obedience we receive the grace of God his gift of salvation – ACTS 4:12 – It is only available in Christ.
