SINS THAT CRUCIFIED JESUS

MARK 15:6-20 –TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The Bible clearly tells us about the crucifixion of our Lord.  It spares no details about the cruel treatment he received from his enemies prior to the cross and the suffering he endured during his death. The mockery of his trial, his disciples forsaking him, the scourging, those who mocked him and beat him, spit upon him, and dressed him in purple the apparel of a king and placed a crown of thorns on his head.

We know that all this fulfilled Old Testament prophecy – ISA. 53:3-12
God the Father loved us enough to send him to die for us – JN. 3:16; 

ROM. 5:8
Yet the burning question still remains what sins caused our Lord to be crucified.  Let us examine some of these in this lesson.

SINS THAT CRUCIFIED CHRIST – 

1. COWARDICE – 

a. MATT. 27:19-26 – Pilate did not have the courage to stand up for what he knew was an innocent man.

b. JN. 12:42-43 – Many believed but were afraid of the Pharisees.

c. ACTS 4:13-29; 5:29 – Being a coward was not a trait of 1st century Christians and it should not be a trait with us today.

2. PREJUDICE – 

a. MATT. 26:59 – Why did they seek false witnesses?  It was because they already knew what outcome they desired and they were not really interested in any evidence that proved he was the Messiah.

b. JN. 5:16 – Jesus did not fit the image of the Messiah that the Jews held in their mind.  They wanted an earthly king and an earthly kingdom.

c. The Jews rejected Christ because he was not what they had in mind! 

3. LYING – 

a. MATT. 26:60-61 – These witnesses falsified their testimony.

b. MK. 14:55-56 – These false witnesses did not even agree in their stories.  His enemies brought them.

c. PROV. 6:16-19 – Lying is an abomination to God.  Are we guilty of this?  We said we would be faithful and serve Him.

4. COVETOUSNESS – 

a. MATT. 26:14-15 – Judas asked what will you give me – greed.  He betrayed Jesus for 30 pieces of silver. Some today just like Judas, they are greedy always asking - God I will serve you but what are you going to give me.

b. LUKE 22:3-5 – Covetousness is something we enter into with full knowledge.

c. EPH. 5:5 – Doom is pronounced upon the covetous. I.E. – If God will help me get this job then I am going to be faithful.

5. FICKLENESS – 

a. LUKE 19:37-38 – The multitude was cheering Jesus just a few days before.  I.E. – To know the hurt that this causes you would have to experience it firsthand. – I. E. - Coaching

b. MATT. 21: 1-9 – Matthew records his triumphal entry into Jerusalem.  Are we not guilty of this same sin?  We obey Jesus and allow Him to become Lord of our life and we are so excited about our service unto Him and then we meet some obstacles or opposition and we turn on him just as they did here.

c. MATT. 27:23-25 – They turned into a bloodthirsty mob.

6. IGNORANCE –

a. LUKE 23:34 – Jesus said “Father, Forgive them for they know not what they do.” The people acted in ignorance – ACTS 3:14-17 – The soldiers acted in ignorance – MATT. 27:54 – Truly he was the Son of God.

b. HOSEA 4:6 – Ignorance has always hurt God’s people.

c. ACTS 17:30 – God tells us to turn away from ignorance and repent.

CONCLUSION – Jesus was crucified for sin! Not just the sins we have mentioned but for the sin of all mankind – 1 PET. 2:24 – He bore our sin on the cross.  Remember the cross is a great example of the terrible hatred God has for sin.  He hated sin so much he sent his Son.  If not for sin, Christ would not have needed to die!
