SOME THINGS THAT ARE IMPOSSIBLE

GENESIS 18:9-14 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION –  God speaks to Abraham and says is anything to hard for the Lord.  Notice what Jesus said in MATT. 19:26  - “…with God all things are possible.”
When we discuss the character of God it is understood all things are possible for him, yet if we take a closer look into his character, his words and his actions – the answer may not be what we think.  Despite all his awesome power, authority and love could there be some things impossible for God to do?  The answer as we look thru the bible is yes because there are some things God chooses not to do.  Let’s look at some things that are impossible for God to do or allow.

SOME THINGS THAT ARE IMPOSSIBLE – 

1. FOR GOD TO LIE – God can only speak the truth.

a. HEB. 6:18 – It is impossible for God to lie.

b. JN. 14:6 – Jesus said “I am the way the truth and the life no man comes to the Father but by me.”  Where is the truth of Jesus revealed?

c. JN. 17:17 – “thy word is truth”  - All things contained in God’s book are truth.

i. What about the things the world does not accept as truth? – LS – ACTS 20:7 / GIVING – 1 COR. 16:1-2 does not make it any less the truth.

ii. What about things that many in the “church” do not accept as truth – MDR – does not make it any less the truth.   MATT. 5:32; 19:9
iii. God has not lied to man, but will we accept the truth that God has revealed to us thru his word.

2. TO BE SAVED W/O THE BLOOD OF CHRIST – 

a. EPH. 1:7 – We have redemption thru his blood.

b. ROM. 6:3-4 – Where does God place access to the blood of Christ?  BAPTISM

c. COL. 2:11-13 – When we are baptized God operates on us and applies the blood of Christ to our lives so we can be made alive even thought we were dead in our sins.

3. TO PLEASE GOD W/O FAITH – 

a. HEB. 11:6 – Faith is our active acknowledgement of God’s mercy, grace and love.

b. JN. 14:15 – Bible faith is obedient.

c. HEB. 11:4  - Abel offered: 11:8 – By faith Abraham obeyed and went out.

4. TO BE SAVED AFTER THIS LIFE – Despite the popular notion that one can change their eternal destination after death it just is not true.

a. LUKE 16:19-26 – All the prayers, tears, and even money given to the church cannot change what one has done during their life.

5. TO MISS JUDGMENT – 

a. HEB. 9:27 – It is appointed to man once to die and after that the judgment.  No one will miss it.

b. PHIL. 2:9-11 – Every knee will bow and every tongue will confess.

c. ROM. 2:6-11 – If God allowed some to miss judgment he would be a respecter of persons.

d. 2  COR. 5:10-11 – For we must all appear.  One appointment everyone will keep!

CONCLUSION – As we study the bible we can now understand in what sense some things are impossible for God, but it is always possible for you to come to God by faith because he sent his only Son for you and me.
